A. CALL TO ORDER:  Mayor Irlan Fullbright called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. in council chambers. 
B. ROLL CALL: Members present were Councilmembers Kirk Clawson, Jacque Isern, Steve Oelke and Mayor Irlan Fullbright. Councilmembers Ken Lebbin and Jon Prescott were absent.  City attorney Jane Isern was present. Becky Gillette, representing the Ellinwood Leader was present.  
C. RECITATION OF THE PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE
D. APPROVAL OF AGENDA: A motion was made by Councilmember Steve Oelke to approve the agenda, seconded by Councilmember Jacque Isern.  Motion carried. All present voting in favor.
E. APPROVAL OF MINUTES: A motion was made by Councilmember Kirk Clawson to approve minutes for the December 14, 2021 regular council meeting, seconded by Councilmember Steve Oelke. Motion carried.  All present voting in favor.   

F. APPROPRIATIONS: A motion was made by Councilmember Kirk Clawson                                                     to authorize payment of bills and claims processed, seconded by Councilmember Jacque Isern.  Motion carried. All present voting in favor.

G. OLD BUSINESS: NONE  

H. VISITORS:  Jon Perron, Brittney Bailey, Chance Bailey, Jarrod Carr  
I. NEW BUSINESS:
1. City Audit-Waiver of GAAP Reporting: The City is required to conduct an audit each year in accordance with state statute.  State statute specifies that audits are to be conducted according to Generally Accepted Accounting Principles (GAAP). 
State statute authorizes a municipality to pass a resolution to adopt the cash basis method of accounting and audit control.  A motion was made

by Councilmember Steve Oelke to adopt Resolution 011122, seconded by Councilmember Jacque Isern.  Motion carried.  All present voting in favor.

2. Bandshell Improvements:  Staff explained the bandshell in Wolf Park is in need of repair work done to the lower front portions including the stairs on both ends. Staff explained the Ellinwood Community Foundation has pledged  
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funding towards the project.   Presented to council were two estimates, one for the brick repair and one for the concrete replacement.  The estimates were as follows:

         Devine Masonry for brick repair                     $   7850.00

         Sharkey Construction for concrete work         $ 14665.00

A motion was made by Councilmember Jacque Isern to approve the estimates from Devine Masonry in the amount of $7850 and Sharkey Construction in the amount of $14,665 for bandshell repairs, seconded by Councilmember Steve Oelke. Motion carried.  All present voting in favor.
3. Discussion of Main Street Sidewalk Improvements: EBH designer Paul Stoner met with staff regarding the downtown sidewalks. The project would also include street light poles, planters and the replacement of curb and gutter.  The estimated cost was $450,000 per block. Staff explained that KDOT grant funds are available with an 80-20 match. The sidewalk improvements would also need to comply with ADA requirements. Staff explained the immediate need would be to support the area around the Wolf Hotel and patch bad spots in the downtown sidewalks. The consensus of council was to move forward with the project.
4. Executive Session for Discussion of Non-elected Personnel: An executive session is requested for discussion of personnel matters of non-elected personnel. A motion was made by Councilmember Kirk Clawson to recess into executive session pursuant to KSA 75-4319(b)(1) for the discussion of personnel matters of non-elected personnel relating to individual employees’ performance.  Executive session will be for 15 (fifteen) minutes beginning at 7:30 p.m. until 7:45 p.m. and council will reconvene in council chambers at that time.  Persons to remain in executive session are the governing body, city administrator and city attorney, seconded by Councilmember Steve Oelke. Motion carried. All present voting in favor.  The governing body recessed into executive session at 7:30 p.m.
5. Meeting reconvened at 7:45 p.m.  No action taken.  A motion was made by Councilmember Kirk Clawson to recess into executive session for an additional five (5) minutes to discuss individual employees’ performance pursuant to KSA 75-4319(b)(1). Executive session will be for 5 (five) minutes beginning at 7:45 p.m. until 7:50 p.m. and council will reconvene in council chambers at that time.  Persons to remain in executive session are the governing body, city administrator and city attorney, seconded by 
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Councilmember Jacque Isern. Motion carried. All present voting in favor.  The governing body recessed into executive session at 7:45 p.m. 

Meeting reconvened at 7:50 p.m.  No action taken
6. Employee Salaries:  Staff explained the budget for 2022 allowed for a 3% 

increase in employee’s wages. A motion was made by Councilmember Kirk Clawson to approve a $.50 raise per hour for all full-time employees, including the City Administrator, to be effective with the next payroll in January, seconded by Jacque Isern. Motion carried.  All present voting in favor.
7. Executive Session for Discussion of Property Acquisition: An executive session was requested for discussion of acquisition of real property relating to a utility easement.  A motion was made by Councilmember Kirk Clawson to recess into executive session pursuant to KSA 75-4319(b)(6) for the purpose of discussion of the acquisition of real property relating to a utility easement. Executive session will be for ten (10) minutes beginning at 8:05 p.m. until 8:15 p.m. and council will reconvene in council chambers at that time.  Persons to remain in executive session are the governing body, city administrator and city attorney, seconded by Councilmember Steve Oelke. Motion carried. All present voting in favor. The governing body recessed into executive session at 8:05 p.m.
Meeting reconvened at 8:15 p.m.  No action taken.
