A. CALL TO ORDER:  Mayor Irlan Fullbright called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. in council chambers. 
B. ROLL CALL: Members present were Councilmembers Kirk Clawson, Jacque Isern, Ken Lebbin, Steve Oelke, Jon Prescott and Mayor Irlan Fullbright. City attorney Jane Isern was present.  Also present was Mike Gilmore, representing the Great Bend Tribune.
C. RECITATION OF THE PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE  
D. APPROVAL OF AGENDA: A motion was made by Councilmember Jon Prescott to approve the agenda, seconded by Councilmember Steve Oelke. Motion carried. All voting in favor.

E. APPROVAL OF MINUTES: A motion was made by Councilmember Kirk Clawson to approve minutes for the September 14, 2021 regular council meeting seconded by Councilmember Jon Prescott.   Motion carried.  All voting in favor.   

F. APPROPRIATIONS: A motion was made by Councilmember Jacque Isern                                  to authorize payment of bills and claims processed, seconded by Councilmember Ken Lebbin. Motion carried. All voting in favor.

H. VISITORS:  Spencer Proffitt, Brittney Bailey, Jon Perron, Chance Bailey, Kathy Hines, Wendy Prosser, Joe Schulte, Lila Schartz, Lexi Straub, Kevin Clair, Jarrod Carr, Rob Dove
Kathy Hines addressed council regarding the supposed closing of Woodhaven Care Center and the tremendous impact the closing would have on the Ellinwood community as a whole. She inquired about possible options the city would have to assist Woodhaven.    
Rob Dove expressed his appreciation for the presence of the EMS, police and firefighter personnel at the recent air show in Great Bend.

NEW BUSINESS:

1. Neighborhood Revitalization Plan: Presented to council was a draft of the new countywide Neighborhood Revitalization Plan, Interlocal Agreement and Resolution approving the Interlocal Agreement.  The plan would begin January 1, 2022 and be in place for 10 years.  Wendy Prosser, 
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County Appraiser was present at the meeting to address any questions or concerns from the council.

After some discussion, a motion was made by Councilmember Ken Lebbin to adopt Resolution 101221 approving the Interlocal Agreement for the Barton County Neighborhood Revitalization Plan effective January 1, 2022, seconded by Councilmember Kirk Clawson. Motion carried.  All voting in favor.

Kansas Power Pool Voting Delegates: Staff explained that each member city has a vote on certain business items concerning KPP operations and each city is allowed one primary voting delegate and two alternates. Currently, Chris Komarek is the primary delegate and Jon Perron and Tyson Revell are alternates. 
A motion was made by Councilmember Steve Oelke to appoint Chris Komarek as primary voting delegate and Jon Perron and Jarrod Carr as alternates, seconded by Councilmember Jacque Isern . Motion carried.  All voting in favor.
3.   307 West 2nd Demolition Bids: Staff explained that bid requests for the demolition of the structure at 307 West 2nd were sent to five companies and was published in the local paper.  Staff reported the following bids were received:

A motion was made by Councilmember Jon Prescott, to approve the bid from Stone Sand in the amount of $4980 with a completion date of November 19, 2021 for the demolition of the structure at 307 W. 2nd, with the addition of a penalty clause of $100 per day for each day exceeding the November 19th completion date.  Motion seconded by Councilmember Ken Lebbin. Motion carried.  All voting in favor.

Kansas Gas Service Franchise Agreement Discussion:  Staff reported notice has been given to Kansas Gas Service of our intention to raise the franchise fee from 2% to 5%.  Staff explained a new 20-year agreement will be prepared for council’s approval with a review every 5 years. Staff also explained that franchise fees can be assessed on sales and transmission charges, the city currently receives franchise fees on sales 
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only. The estimated annual revenue for franchise fees on transmission charges would be $1600.  


A motion was made by Councilmember Jon Prescott to assess 5% franchise fees on sales only, not including transmission charges, seconded by Councilmember Steve Oelke. Motion carried.  All voting in favor.     
5. Storm Water Drainage Study: Presented to council was a quote from EBH & Associates in the amount of $12,000 for a storm water drainage study related to possible northwest development from Kennedy Street west to airport road.   
A motion was made by Councilmember Ken Lebbin to approve the quote from EBH & Associates for a storm water drainage study for possible northwest development in the amount of $12,000, seconded by Jon Prescott.  Motion carried.  All voting in favor.
6. Fuel Purchase for Power Plant: Staff reported there is a need to purchase diesel fuel for the power plant as we enter the winter season. Staff received the following bids for 7,500 gallons of diesel fuel:

Staff’s recommendation is to purchase the fuel from Great Bend Coop because the blend is higher quality and the city has purchased diesel fuel from Great Bend Coop in the past and have never had an issue with the fuel. A motion was made by Councilmember Ken Lebbin to approve the purchase of 7,500 gallons of diesel fuel from Great Bend Coop at an approximate cost of $21,705 seconded by Councilmember Kirk Clawson.  Motion carried.  All voting in favor. 
7. Distributive Generation Rate Ordinance: Staff explained in 2019 the city adopted an ordinance setting costs and rates for electric customers generating electricity and connecting to our utility system.  Due to recent actions by other utilities with their customers, staff and Kansas Power Pool staff believe changes need to be made to this ordinance, including 
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removing the grid access fee.  Presented to council was Ordinance 2021-8, an ordinance amending electrical rates for customers generating electricity.  
A motion was made by Councilmember Kirk Clawson to adopt Ordinance 2021-8, seconded by Councilmember Jacque Isern. Motion carried.  All voting in favor. 
8. Distributive Generation Interconnection Standards Ordinance: Staff explained in 2019 the city adopted the current Interconnection Standards for Installation and Parallel Operation of Customer Owned Generation Facilities and it included the associated Net Metering Rate Rider. The changes made in Ordinance 2021-8, require changes to be made with the Interconnection Standards.  Presented to council was Ordinance 2021-9, an ordinance adopting interconnection standards for installation and parallel operation of customer owned residential and commercial renewable generation facilities for customer owned renewable energy generation facilities. 
Staff requested council to consider lowering the processing fee of $500 on the interconnection application.  After some discussion a motion was made by Councilmember Jon Prescott to approve changing the processing fee on the interconnection application from $500 to $250, seconded by Councilmember Steve Oelke. Motion carried. All voting in favor.

A motion was made by Councilmember Kirk Clawson to adopt Ordinance 2021-9, seconded by Councilmember Ken Lebbin.  Motion carried.  All voting in favor.
9. Fire Department Grant: Staff explained the city has received a grant from Firehouse Subs in the amount of $17,226 for 10 800 mhz radios.  Presented to council was the quote from Motorola Solutions for the radios in the amount of $17,226.
A motion was made by Councilmember Steve Oelke to approve the quote from Motorola Solutions in the amount of $17,226, seconded by Councilmember Kirk Clawson.  Motion carried.  All voting in favor.
