A. CALL TO ORDER:  Mayor Irlan Fullbright called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. in council chambers. 
B. ROLL CALL: Members present were Councilmembers Kirk Clawson, Steve Oelke, Jacque Isern, Jon Prescott and Mayor Irlan Fullbright. Councilmember Ken Lebbin was absent.  City attorney Jane Isern was present. Mike Gilmore, representing the Great Bend Tribune was present.  
C. RECITATION OF THE PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE
D. APPROVAL OF AGENDA: A motion was made by Councilmember Jon Prescott to approve the agenda, seconded by Councilmember Steve Oelke.  Motion carried. All present voting in favor.
E. APPROVAL OF MINUTES: A motion was made by Councilmember Jacque Isern to approve minutes for the January 11, 2022 regular council meeting, seconded by Councilmember Jon Prescott. Motion carried.  All present voting in favor.

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2. City Wide Clean-up:   The city, in the past, has assisted the community in cleaning up their personal property by making available to the citizens of Ellinwood large dumpsters placed at the city shop to dispose of trash, tires, appliances, etc.  This is normally done in the spring in conjunction with the community wide garage sale.  This year’s garage sale event is Saturday, April 30th.
A motion was made by Councilmember Steve Oelke to approve placing dumpsters at the city shop for the city wide clean up from April 30th through May 8th, seconded by Councilmember Kirk Clawson.  Motion carried.  All present voting in favor.
3. Review of City Emergency Water Plan: Presented to council was the City of Ellinwood Emergency Water Plan which was adopted in 2008.  The plan has been reviewed by Spencer Proffitt, water department superintendent and needs to be reviewed and approved annually by city council.  An addition under Section VII Water Rationing was noted.  A motion was made by Councilmember Kirk Clawson to approve the City of Ellinwood Emergency Water Plan, seconded by Councilmember Steve Oelke.  Motion carried.  All present voting in favor.
4. 2021 End of Year Financial Review: Presented to council was a “Summary of Cash Receipts, Cash Disbursements and Unencumbered Cash” by fund for the year ended December 31, 2021.
5. Main Street Sidewalk Grant Program: Staff explained the KDOT TA (Transportation Alternatives) grant program has funding available for projects like improvements to the downtown sidewalk area on Main Street.  The program has now opened and will be closing in early March.  It has a two-part application process. A concept application is submitted and then it is reviewed and if it qualifies then an additional application is submitted. The concept application is due before March 4th and the second application has to be submitted by May 13th.  Staff explained the grant is a 80/20 match grant.  Staff also recommended that a task force be established to work on the project and to also hold a public meeting for community input on the project. 

Presented to council was a quote from EBH & Associates in the amount of $4500 to assist the city with the application process.  
 Councilmember Ken Lebbin arrived at 7:25 p.m.
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A motion was made by Councilmember Jon Prescott to approve the quote from EBH & Associates in the amount of $4500 for assistance in completing the application process, seconded by Councilmember Kirk Clawson.  Motion carried.  All voting in favor.
6. Drainage Study of NW Development Area:  Presented to council were some preliminary drawings of the drainage survey for the open field area the city owns west of the Pohlman Addition.  These drawings show elevations, possible drainage areas, and potential layouts of streets and lots.  
7. Executive Session for Discussion of Property Acquisition: An executive session was requested for discussion of acquisition of real property relating to a utility easement.  A motion was made by Councilmember Kirk Clawson to recess into executive session pursuant to KSA 75-4319(b)(6) for the purpose of discussion of the acquisition of real property relating to a utility easement. Executive session will be for twenty (20) minutes beginning at 8:40 p.m. until 9:00 p.m. and council will reconvene in council chambers at that time.  Persons to remain in executive session are the governing body, city administrator and city attorney, seconded by Councilmember Jon Prescott. Motion carried. All voting in favor. The governing body recessed into executive session at 8:40 p.m.
Meeting reconvened at 9:00 p.m.  No action taken.
