A. CALL TO ORDER:  Mayor Irlan Fullbright called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. in council chambers. 
B. ROLL CALL: Members present were Councilmembers Kirk Clawson, Jacque Isern, Ken Lebbin, Steve Oelke and Mayor Irlan Fullbright. Councilmember Jon Prescott was absent.  City attorney Jane Isern was present. Mike Gilmore, representing the Great Bend Tribune was present.  
C. RECITATION OF THE PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE
D. APPROVAL OF AGENDA:  Staff explained 2 items were added to the agenda for utility pole purchase and ARPA funding. A motion was made by Councilmember Ken Lebbin to approve the agenda as amended, seconded by Councilmember Steve Oelke.  Motion carried. All present voting in favor.
E. APPROVAL OF MINUTES: A motion was made by Councilmember Jacque Isern to approve minutes for the February 8, 2022 regular council meeting, seconded by Councilmember Kirk Clawson. Motion carried.  All present voting in favor.   

F. APPROPRIATIONS: A motion was made by Councilmember Steve Oelke                                                          to authorize payment of bills and claims processed, seconded by Councilmember Kirk Clawson.  Motion carried. All present voting in favor.

I. NEW BUSINESS:
1. Service Awards: A service award was presented to Mark Pohlman for his 30 years of service to the Ambulance Service.
2. Downtown Shopping Event:  Staff explained a small group of women are putting together a downtown shopping event for the evening of Friday, April 22nd from 5:00 to 9:00 p.m.  Donna Mason and Brittney Bailey were present to address council regarding a request to close off West 1st Street from Main Street to the alley for food vendors. The event will showcase area artists, student artists, local businesses, craft vendors, etc.   
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A motion was made by Councilmember Kirk Clawson to approve closing off West 1st Street from Main Street to the alley from 3:00 p.m. to 10:00 p.m. for a downtown shopping event to be held the evening of Friday, April 22nd, seconded by Councilmember Steve Oelke.  Motion carried.  All present voting in favor.
3. Hospital Property Annexation: Staff explained the hospital has purchased property located on the northwest corner of the intersection of Santa Fe and Park Street with the intention of building a new hospital. Presented to council was a Petition and Consent for Annexation from the Ellinwood Hospital District and Ordinance 2022-1 an ordinance annexing land to the City of Ellinwood, Kansas.  
A motion was made by Councilmember Ken Lebbin to approve Ordinance 2022-1, seconded by Councilmember Jacque Isern.  Motion carried.  All present voting in favor. 
4. Swimming Pool: Staff has been approached by the pool managers requesting an increase in lifeguard pay.  Staff explained local communities are looking to raise lifeguard pay to be more competitive with other local businesses.  Staff reported a $1 per hour raise would cost the city approximately $4000 to $5000. 
A motion was made by Councilmember Ken Lebbin to increase pay $1.50 per hour for lifeguards and pool managers and increase regular admission fee from $1.25 to $1.50, seconded by Councilmember Kirk Clawson.  Motion carried.  All present voting in favor.
5. Lot Sales: Staff explained the last two remaining city lots at 214 West 1st and 415 East 3rd were recently put up for sale by placing “for sale” signs on the properties and advertising in the local paper. Staff reported one offer was received on each lot. The offers were as follows:

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A motion was made by Councilmember Jacque Isern to approve the offer  from Joiner Properties LLC, Justin Joiner for 214 W. 1st in the amount of $5,250, seconded by Councilmember Steve Oelke.  Motion carried.  All present voting in favor.
A motion was made by Councilmember Jacque Isern to approve the offer  from Joiner Properties LLC, Justin Joiner for 415 E. 3rd in the amount of $6,300, seconded by Councilmember Ken Lebbin.  Motion carried.  All present voting in favor.

6. General Liability, Property, and Worker’s Compensation Insurance Renewal: The City’s general liability, property and casualty and worker’s compensation insurance is up for renewal.  This year’s renewal premium is $152,545 compared to $146,025 last year which is an increase of $6520 (4.46%).  Staff explained property deductibles went up to $5000 from $1000, also for vehicles valued over $100,000 the comp/collision deductible increased to $3000 from $1000.
A motion was made by Councilmember Steve Oelke to approve the general liability, property and casualty, and worker’s compensation insurance renewal as presented, seconded by Councilmember Kirk Clawson. Motion carried.  All present voting in favor.

7. Street Sealing: Presented to council were 2 quotes for crack sealing of asphalt streets from B&H Paving Inc.  Staff explained this is the company the city has used over the past 5 years for street sealing projects.  The recommendation from B & H Paving and city staff is to crack seal the streets this time rather than apply a chip seal. The asphalt streets north of 6th street will be crack sealed with an estimated start date of April 1.  The quotes were as follows:
Chip seal approximately 30 blocks with 10 pallets of material - $34,000

Chip seal approximately 60 blocks with 20 pallets of material - $66,000

A motion was made by Councilmember Ken Lebbin to approve the quote from B & H Paving Inc. to crack seal approximately 36 blocks at a cost of $40,800, which is based on 12 pallets at $3400 per pallet, seconded by Councilmember Steve Oelke. Motion carried.  All present voting in favor.
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8. Downtown Sidewalk Update:  Staff reported the concept application prepared by Paul Stoner with EBH has been submitted.  If the concept application is approved, then the final application will need to be submitted prior to the due date of May 13th.  Staff explained several steps will need to be completed including developing a task force, holding public meetings and getting letters of support from local businesses.  Staff also reported that city crews would do water main work in conjunction with this project at an estimated cost of $50,000 to $75,000 in materials, which is not included in this project cost.  Staff also explained the sidewalk area around Wolf Hotel is a different project not covered by these funds.   

9. Utility Pole Purchase:  Staff explained there is a need to restock utility poles for the electric department and 3 requests for quotes were sent out.  The quotes received were as follows:

A motion was made by Councilmember Kirk Clawson to approve the quote from Stella-Jones in the amount of $10,548.00 plus sales tax for 21 electric utility poles, seconded by Councilmember Jacque Isern.  Motion carried.  All present voting in favor.
10. ARPA Funding: The city will receive a total of $296,519.60 from American Rescue Plan Act funding.  When the initial funding was received staff explained the funds could be used for water, wastewater and storm sewer infrastructure.  Final US Treasury Guidance issued earlier this year allows funds to be utilized under the “Revenue Loss” provision up to an allowance of $10 million for Non-Entitlement Units (NEUs).  This enables the funds to be used for “government services”.  Staff also explained that at the November 2021 council meeting council approved to make repairs to Water Well #5 in the amount of $39,750 and that amount was encumbered out of the ARPA monies.  After the final guidance was issued, staff is requesting council to consider paying for the well improvements out of the water reserve fund allowing the ARPA funds to be utilized elsewhere.
A motion was made by Councilmember Steve Oelke to utilize the “Revenue Loss” provision under the Final US Treasury Guidance for ARPA expenditures, seconded by Councilmember Jacque Isern.  Motion carried.  All present voting in favor.
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A motion was made by Councilmember Kirk Clawson to reclassify water well #5 expenses from the ARPA fund to the Water Reserve fund, seconded by Councilmember Ken Lebbin.  Motion carried.  All present voting in favor.                                              
11. Staff Report:
a) Staff reported that Mayor Irlan Fullbright received a resignation letter from Jon Prescott after being appointed county commissioner.   
b) Staff reported that the KanCap program water school will be a 2 hour class available to the city council and employees.    

c) Staff explained 3 employees will be attending a wastewater treatment school in Colwich.
d) Staff has requested a project list from all department heads for remainder of the year projects they would like to complete. 

e) Staff reported we will be advertising for an employee for water/wastewater.
f) Staff reported the county might be donating a repeater to the city. 
g) Staff gave a brief update on Well #5.  Samples have been taken and they are chlorinating and pumping to get rid of bacteria.

h) Staff reported the Housing Assessment Tool is being worked on by Barton County Economic Development, which would allow the city to apply for a CDBG grant.   

12. Executive Session for Discussion of Property Acquisition: An executive session was requested for discussion of acquisition of real property relating to a utility easement.  A motion was made by Councilmember Ken Lebbin to recess into executive session pursuant to KSA 75-4319(b)(6) for the purpose of discussion of the acquisition of real property relating to a utility easement. Executive session will be for twenty (20) minutes beginning at 8:45 p.m. until 9:05 p.m. and council will reconvene in council chambers at that time.  Persons to remain in executive session are the governing body, city administrator and city attorney, seconded by Councilmember Steve Oelke. Motion carried. All present voting in favor. The governing body recessed into executive session at 8:45 p.m.
Meeting reconvened at 9:05 p.m.  No action taken.
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13. Executive Session for Discussion of Non-elected Personnel: An executive session is requested for discussion of personnel matters of non-elected personnel. A motion was made by Councilmember Ken Lebbin to recess into executive session pursuant to KSA 75-4319(b)(1) for the discussion of personnel matters of non-elected personnel relating to individual employees’ performance.  Executive session will be for 15 (fifteen) minutes beginning at 9:05 p.m. until 9:20 p.m. and council will reconvene in council chambers at that time.  Persons to remain in executive session are the governing body, city administrator and city attorney, seconded by Councilmember Kirk Clawson. Motion carried. All present voting in favor.  The governing body recessed into executive session at 9:05 p.m.
Meeting reconvened at 9:20 p.m. No action taken.
