NEW BUSINESS:
1.   Study Session for Downtown Pedestrian/Streetscape Improvements: Paul Stoner from EBH & Associates was present at the meeting to discuss design options for sidewalk improvements in the downtown business district.  This community meeting is a part of the pre-application process for the KDOT Transportation Alternatives Grant Program. After a slideshow presentation showing different streetscape options in various towns, Mr. Stoner requested ideas from the council and visitors about what they would like to see downtown, specifically trees, planters, benches etc.  After much discussion, the majority of, the group was not interested in trees but were in favor of raised irrigated planters with a built-in bench around the planter which would provide more seating downtown.

Discuss Resolution of Support for KDOT Transportation Alternatives Funding:  Presented to council was a resolution of support for the Downtown Pedestrian and Streetscape Project.  This resolution gives authorization to the mayor to apply to KDOT for Transportation Alternatives Program Funding.  Staff explained this resolution requires the total amount of funding requested and the city does not know the total funding needed at this point until Mr. Stoner updates the design and the cost estimates with the new information decided above, therefore staff recommended tabling this issue until the May 10, 2022, meeting.
