A. CALL TO ORDER:  Mayor Irlan Fullbright called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. in council chambers. 
B. ROLL CALL: Members present were Councilmembers Kirk Clawson, Ken Lebbin, Jacque Isern and Mayor Irlan Fullbright. Councilmember Steve Oelke was absent.  City attorney Jane Isern was present. Mike Gilmore, representing the Great Bend Tribune was present and Becky Gillette representing the Ellinwood Leader was also present.
C. RECITATION OF THE PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE
D. APPROVAL OF AGENDA:  Staff explained 1 item was added to the agenda for an ambulance cot purchase. A motion was made by Councilmember Jacque Isern to approve the agenda as amended, seconded by Councilmember Kirk Clawson.  Motion carried. All present voting in favor.
E. APPROVAL OF MINUTES: A motion was made by Councilmember Ken Lebbin to approve minutes for the March 8, 2022, regular council meeting, seconded by Councilmember Jacque Isern. Motion carried.  All present voting in favor.   

F. APPROPRIATIONS: A motion was made by Councilmember Kirk Clawson                                                            to authorize payment of bills and claims processed, seconded by Councilmember Jacque Isern.  Motion carried. All present voting in favor.

G. OLD BUSINESS: NONE  

H. VISITORS: Paul Stoner, Brittney Bailey, Kevin Clair, Alex Feil, Jordan Waite, Jarrod Carr, Joe Schulte, Chris McCord
Ms. Alex Feil wanted to update council regarding the downtown event on April 22nd.  She explained they are making it a family focused night with 3 food vendors, 3 buildings full of vendors and events for kids.  The event will focus on area businesses. 
I. NEW BUSINESS:
1. Appointment to fill Vacant Councilmember Position: Mayor Irlan Fullbright reported that he has received 4 applications from interested parties to fill the vacant position previously held by Jon Prescott.  The applications received were as follows:

· Joe Schulte

· Monty Strecker

· Scott Tillotson

Mayor Irlan Fullbright recommended the appointment of Scott Tillotson                to fill the vacant council position for the term that will end January 2024.  A motion was made by Councilmember Kirk Clawson to accept the appointment as recommended by Mayor Irlan Fullbright, seconded by Councilmember Ken Lebbin. Motion carried.  All present voting in favor.
2. Downtown Sidewalk Update:  Staff explained notice was recently received from KDOT that the concept application submitted in early March for the downtown sidewalk improvement program has been approved which allows the City to submit the final application.  Paul Stoner with EBH was present at the meeting to give council a detailed plan going forward and explain what is needed to complete the final application for the grant:
· Need temporary construction easements from private property owners.

· Letters of support from local businesses.

· Resolution of Support passed by City Council

· Schedule a community meeting for input regarding brick planters, etc. (Special meeting scheduled for Tuesday, April 26, 2022, 5:00 p.m.
· Recommended developing task force committees with local business owners.

3. Discussion of Sidewalks around Wolf Hotel: Staff has met with Joel Krosschell from EBH & Associates to inspect the sidewalks around the Wolf Hotel.  Presented to council were very preliminary drawings for the suggested sidewalk/tunnel improvements needed at the Wolf Hotel along with an opinion of probable costs. Staff shared there will be a KDOT Cost Share Program which could help with 85% of this type of project that opens in September.  Chris McCord, owner of the hotel was also present at the meeting. Staff explained the estimated costs not covered by the grant could be $50,000. Staff explained the fiscal responsibility for the project is still to be determined. Consensus from the council was to move forward with the project and contract with EBH to design the project and write the 
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grant for the project. Staff will contact Joel Krosschell regarding a contract for services. 
4. After Harvest Festival:  Jordan Waite, Ellinwood Chamber of Commerce Executive Director was present to share with council the planned events for the 2022 After Harvest Festival and request use of city facilities for the After Harvest Festival on July 14th through July 16th.  As outlined in the letter to council, facilities requested include the practice football field, swimming pool, City Park, Wolf Park, Wolf Pond, Worman Field and the city streets for the 5K run.  

A motion was made by Councilmember Jacque Isern to approve the use of the city facilities for the After Harvest Festival as requested, seconded by Councilmember Kirk Clawson.  Motion carried.  All present voting in favor
5. Fireworks: Presented to council for consideration was a proposed date of Sunday July 3rd for a community fireworks display, with a rain date of July 4th.  The commitment of city funds was also discussed, and staff explained, as in the past, letters will be sent out to area businesses requesting donations for the event.

A motion was made by Councilmember Ken Lebbin to approve the community fireworks display on July 3rd with a rain date of July 4th and approve a city contribution up to $5,000 not including insurance, seconded by Councilmember Jacque Isern.  Motion carried.  All present voting in favor.
6. Ballfield Improvements: Staff explained USD 355 is requesting permission to make improvements at the ballfields located at both Worman Field and to the south field on the south main complex. Presented to council were drawings showing the desired improvements to the dugout structure areas and includes placing concrete around the outside of the backstop area connecting the dugouts.  The project is sponsored by the school district, and they will be responsible for all work and costs related to the request.
Councilmember Ken Lebbin voiced concern regarding the proposed improvements.  Councilmember Lebbin suggested the City keep control of the project and approve design plans and specifications before any work is started and then monitor work as it is completed.  Issue was tabled awaiting more information at the next meeting.    
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7. Worman Field Restroom/Concession Stand Cleaning: Staff explained city crews noticed possible mold on different parts of the restroom/concession building at Worman Field.  Staff contacted Lamunyon Dry Out and Foundation Repair to inspect the facility last week and they confirmed it was mold.  Presented to council was a quote from Lamunyon Dry Out and Foundation Repair in the amount of $9,533.34 to clean and treat the structure. Staff explained it is a several days project. 
Councilmember Ken Lebbin expressed concern about the upkeep of the concession stand and the storage buildings.  It was discussed the Recreation Commission and the school need to take accountability for the upkeep.
A motion was made by Councilmember Kirk Clawson to approve the quote from Lamunyon Dry Out and Foundation Repair in the amount of $9533.34 to clean and treat the Worman Field restrooms/concession stand, seconded by Councilmember Jacque Isern. Motion carried.  All present voting in favor.

8. Mower Purchase:  Staff would like council to consider adding a mower to the current fleet.  Presented to council was a list of mowers including the year, model, hours, fuel type and use of mower.  Staff explained that the current economy is creating a shortage of the preferred model of mower.  The following mower bids were received:

A motion was made by Councilmember Ken Lebbin to approve the quote from Countryside Motors LLC in the amount of $13,748.82 for a Hustler Super X Hyperdrive 72” mower, seconded by Councilmember Kirk Clawson.  Motion carried.  All present voting in favor.

9. Discussion of 10th Street Expansion:  Presented to council was the latest drawing of the proposed plat for the 10th Street extension. Staff has reached out to property owners to the west for right of way for drainage pipe.  Presented to council for consideration was a contract from EBH for engineering services for the Ellinwood Northwest Development project.  Issue was tabled awaiting further information. 
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10. Water Well #5 Update: Staff explained no results are back yet on well #5.  Staff is anticipating another $15,000 to $20,000 to complete the repairs to well #5.  Staff explained KDHE Revolving Loan Fund monies are available and could possibly fund repairs to wells #1 and #2.  
11. City/County Budget Study Session: Staff presented to council an invitation from the County Commissioners to attend the Barton County 2023 Budget Planning Meeting on Monday April 25th at 6:30 p.m. at the Great Bend Events Center.  Topics of the meeting will include budget planning, valuation trends, legislative impact of SB 13, economic development and more.

12. Ambulance Cot Purchase: Staff reported EMS Director Brittney Bailey applied for a KRAF Grant to replace the cot purchased in 2005.  Staff learned last week the City was awarded the grant in the amount of $15,503.83 with a local match of $5,167.94.  Presented to council was a quote from Stryker Medical for a Powerpro XT cot in the amount of $20,671.77.  Staff also explained a trade in of $2500 for the old cot has been allowed on this purchase, therefore decreasing the city’s match to $2,667.94.  
A motion was made by Councilmember Ken Lebbin to approve the quote from Stryker Medical in the amount of $18,171.77 (net of trade-in) for a Powerpro XT cot, seconded by Councilmember Kirk Clawson.  Motion carried.  All present voting in favor. 
13. Staff Report:
a) Staff reported to council a meeting with Danielle Hollingshead the City auditor will be Thursday afternoon.    
b) Staff reported Derrick Brown has been hired for the police officer position and will begin the academy May 9th for 14 weeks also Heather McLemore has been hired for a part time police officer position. 
c) Staff reported the water/wastewater position is still open.
d) Staff explained that city crews have been attending several training courses.
14. Executive Session for Discussion of Property Acquisition: An executive session was requested for discussion of acquisition of real property relating to a utility easement.  A motion was made by Councilmember Ken Lebbin to recess into executive session pursuant to KSA 75-4319(b)(6) for the purpose of discussion of the acquisition of real property
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relating to a utility easement. Executive session will be for twenty (20) minutes beginning at 9:45 p.m. until 10:05 p.m. and council will reconvene in council chambers at that time.  Persons to remain in executive session are the governing body, city administrator and city attorney, seconded by Councilmember Kirk Clawson. Motion carried. All present voting in favor. The governing body recessed into executive session at 9:45 p.m.
Meeting reconvened at 10:05 p.m.  No action taken.

15. Possible Action following Executive Session: Presented to council was a real estate contract between the City of Ellinwood and Cheyenne Ventures, LLC for the purchase of a 30 ft wide strip of property along Park Street for $1,000.  A motion was made by Councilmember Jacque Isern to approve and authorize Mayor Irlan Fullbright to execute the real estate contract with Cheyenne Ventures and approve the $1,000 payment, seconded by Councilmember Kirk Clawson.  Motion carried.  All present voting in favor.
