A. CALL TO ORDER:  Mayor Irlan Fullbright called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. in council chambers. 
B. ROLL CALL: Members present were Councilmembers Kirk Clawson, Jacque Isern, Ken Lebbin, Steve Oelke, Scott Tillotson and Mayor Irlan Fullbright.  City attorney Jane Isern was present.  Chris Komarek, city administrator was absent.    
C. RECITATION OF THE PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE
D. APPROVAL OF AGENDA: A motion was made by Councilmember Kirk Clawson to approve the agenda as presented, seconded by Councilmember Steve Oelke.  Motion carried. All voting in favor.
E. APPROVAL OF MINUTES: A motion was made by Councilmember Ken Lebbin to approve minutes for the May 10, 2022 regular council meeting and May 16, 2022 and June 1, 2022 special council meetings, seconded by Councilmember Jacque Isern. Motion carried.  All voting in favor.   

F. APPROPRIATIONS: A motion was made by Councilmember Kirk Clawson                                                           to authorize payment of bills and claims processed, seconded by Councilmember Jacque Isern.  Motion carried. All voting in favor.

I. NEW BUSINESS:
1. Cox Communications: Megan Bottenberg, Director of Government & Regulatory Affairs with Cox Communications was present at the meeting to announce to the community their intent to build fiber optic infrastructure in the City of Ellinwood. Ms. Bottenberg shared their plans and preliminary timeline for offering services in the Ellinwood community.  The residential services which will be offered include internet, tv, phone and homelife protection (24-7 monitoring). Business services offered include phone, internet, tv, networking, security, cloud and managed services. Ms. Bottenberg explained that Cox Communications operates under a state franchise agreement. She said the plan is to break ground hopefully in 2022, however the timeline will be fluid because of supply chain issues. 
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2. Fireworks Cost Increase:  Staff explained the cost of fireworks has increased. The expense for the 2021 show was $5500 plus $950 for insurance for a total cost of $6450, with the city receiving $1200 in donations. The cost for the same size show, this year is $8600 plus $1600 in insurance. At this time, the city has received $1500 in donations.  The council previously approved to spend up to $5000 for fireworks plus the additional cost of insurance for the annual fireworks show on July 3rd.  
Considering the price increase of fireworks and insurance, a motion was made by Councilmember Ken Lebbin to approve an amendment to the city’s contribution from $5000 to $6500 plus insurance, seconded by Councilmember Jacque Isern.  Motion carried.  All voting in favor.
3. Kansas Sidewinders Cereal Malt Beverage Application: Presented to council was an application for a cereal malt beverage license submitted by the Kansas Sidewinders MC for operation of a beverage tent at the After Harvest Festival beginning Thursday, July 14, 2022, at 4:00 pm through midnight on Saturday, July 16, 2022.

A motion was made by Councilmember Kirk Clawson to approve the cereal malt beverage application for operation of a beverage tent by the Kansas Sidewinders MC at the After Harvest Festival for the days and times noted above for the licensed premise as outlined in Ordinance 2022-2.  Motion seconded by Councilmember Steve Oelke. Motion carried.  All voting in favor.   

4. Library Board Appointment: The Ellinwood School/Community Library is a library designed to serve both the school and community.  The library receives funding from both the City of Ellinwood and USD 355.  There is a separate library board that oversees the operation of the library.  There is currently an opening on the board. 
Mayor Irlan Fullbright requested this item be tabled until a future meeting.  A motion was made by Councilmember Steve Oelke to table this issue to a future meeting, seconded by Councilmember Scott Tillotson. Motion carried.  All voting in favor.
5. Police Department Equipment Request: Police Chief Bailey requested council to consider the purchase of tag reading cameras to be installed at one or two locations along Santa Fe.  Chief Bailey explained the City of Great Bend is looking to purchase tag reading cameras which would enable area communities to purchase the cameras at a reduced cost. The reduced cost would be a monthly user fee that is expected to be $1200 per 
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year, per camera, with a 5-year agreement. Without the City of Great Bend agreement in place the cost of the cameras would be prohibitive. 

The consensus of city council was to proceed with the purchase of 2 tag reading cameras, subject to the City of Great Bend purchasing the tag reading cameras which would enable the City of Ellinwood to purchase at the reduced rate.  
6. Staff Report:  
a.) Staff reported the city has received the second tranche of ARPA 
monies in the amount of $148,259.80.
b.) Staff reported city crews are working on installing underground 
electric across from Woodhaven.  Also, power plant employees are currently assisting the electric department, street department and the water department. 
c.) EMS Director Brittney Bailey reported the majority of EMS calls 

last month were transfer calls.  
d.) Police Chief Bailey reported the bicycle rally held last Saturday was a

success and the police department is hoping to make it an annual event. 
7. Executive Session for Discussion of Property Acquisition: An executive session was requested for discussion of acquisition of real property.  A motion was made by Councilmember Ken Lebbin to recess into executive session pursuant to KSA 75-4319(b)(6) for the purpose of discussion of the acquisition of real property. Executive session will be for ten (10) minutes beginning at 8:20 p.m. until 8:30 p.m. and council will reconvene in council chambers at that time.  Persons to remain in executive session are the governing body, city administrator and city attorney, seconded by Councilmember Kirk Clawson. Motion carried. All voting in favor. The governing body recessed into executive session at 8:20 p.m.
Meeting reconvened at 8:30 p.m.  No action taken.
