A. CALL TO ORDER:  Mayor Irlan Fullbright called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. in council chambers. 
B. ROLL CALL: Members present were Councilmembers Kirk Clawson, Jacque Isern, Ken Lebbin, Steve Oelke and Mayor Irlan Fullbright. Councilmember Scott Tillotson was absent. City attorney Jane Isern and city administrator Chris Komarek were present. Also present was Becky Gillette representing the Ellinwood Leader and Mike Gilmore representing the Great Bend Tribune.    
C. RECITATION OF THE PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE
D. APPROVAL OF AGENDA: A motion was made by Councilmember Jacque Isern to approve the agenda as presented seconded by Councilmember Steve Oelke.  Motion carried. All present voting in favor.
E. APPROVAL OF MINUTES: A motion was made by Councilmember Steve Oelke to approve minutes for the July 12, 2022, regular council meeting and July 25, 2022, special council meeting seconded by Councilmember Kirk Clawson. Motion carried.  All present voting in favor.   

F. APPROPRIATIONS: A motion was made by Councilmember Kirk Clawson                                                                  to authorize payment of bills and claims processed, seconded by Councilmember Ken Lebbin.  Motion carried. All voting in favor.

G. OLD BUSINESS: NONE  

H. VISITORS:   Erin Hornbaker, Jon Perron, Brittney Bailey, Jarrod Carr, Dale Krause, Justin Joiner, Chance Bailey, Larena Hildebrand
Dale Krause representing the Heritage Senior Center addressed council regarding financial assistance from the City for the Senior Center.  Mr. Krause explained they have approximately one year of regular funding available and also said the building is in need of repairs.  He explained they have 15 volunteers who deliver meals, answer phone calls, schedule the senior bus and serve friendship meals. 
Council asked if they have checked into possible grants to provide financial assistance.
I. NEW BUSINESS:
1. Moderate Income Housing Grant:  The city partnered with Joiner Brothers Property Group in September, 2021 to apply for a Moderate-Income Housing Grant which the city did not receive. The application period for 
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MIH funding is open again through September 30th.  Justin Joiner was present at the meeting to request council pursue the grant again. Mr. Joiner explained the MIH grant would provide gap funding to the developer Joiner Brothers Property Group, LLC for a housing project. Mr. Joiner would like to add a third building, either a triplex or fourplex to the housing project in addition to the two duplexes. Mr. Joiner also explained the goal is to receive 50% gap funding including the MIH grant and housing tax credits.  The city would need to approve a resolution, review and approve the grant application and then submit the application before the grant deadline. The city would receive the funding and disburse funds to the developer upon the submission of proper documentation.  

A motion was made by Councilmember Ken Lebbin to approve Resolution 080922, a resolution authorizing the preparation and submission of a grant to the Moderate Income Housing Program, seconded by Councilmember Kirk Clawson.  Motion carried.  All present voting in favor. 

2. Wolf Hotel Sidewalk Grant: Staff explained the KDOT Cost Share Grant application period is now open. Staff reported the early project estimate for the sidewalks around the Wolf Hotel is $270,000.  Staff reminded council the grant is an 85%-15% match grant, however if you increase the match percentage the application scores higher. Also, the grant funds can only be used for construction costs and not for design and engineering costs. The cost not covered by grant funds is estimated to be $98,000, with the costs being shared 2/3 by the owner of the property and 1/3 by the city. Staff reported Joel with EBH & Associates will assist in writing the grant. Councilmember Ken Lebbin would like staff to approach the owner regarding an additional external entrance.
A motion was made by Councilmember Steve Oelke to approve continuing with the project and authorize Joel Kroschell to start completing the application for the KDOT Cost Share Grant, seconded by Councilmember Jacque Isern.  Motion carried.  All present voting in favor. 
3. Review of Dilapidated Property at 210 West 1st: Staff has had conversations with the owner and a potential new owner, Don Roberts with DONBUYSHOUSESQUICK, LLC. Staff explained Mr. Roberts is currently doing title search on the property and his plans are to have the house purchased and begin clean up within a month.  Council expressed concerns with the aforementioned individual and company and suggested 
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the best course of action would be to continue with condemnation proceedings. Staff suggested tabling the issue so a condemnation resolution could be presented to council at the August 30, 2022 special meeting.
4. Discussion of Property at 400 East 4th: Staff explained the lot at 400 East 4th Street was previously owned by the city and sold to Brian Davis in July, 2021.  Mr. Davis has had a change in plans and is moving back to Arizona and offered the city the option to purchase the property back.

Presented to council was a real estate contract with Brian and Ashley Davis to purchase the property at 400 East 4th Street for a price of $10,500.  A motion was made by Councilmember Ken Lebbin to approve the purchase of property at 400 E. 4th in the amount of $10,500 and authorize Mayor Irlan Fullbright to execute the real estate contract, seconded by Councilmember Kirk Clawson.  Motion carried.  All present voting in favor.    
5. Cox Communication Agreements: Presented to council were the KSA 12-2024 Agreement, which is the state approved franchise agreement and the pole attachment license agreement.  The 12-2024 Agreement included a franchise fee of 5% and the pole attachment license agreement included an annual fee of $10 per pole.

A motion was made by Councilmember Steve Oelke to approve the KSA 12-2024 Agreement with Cox Communications with a 5% franchise fee, seconded by Councilmember Jacque Isern.  Motion carried.  All present voting in favor.
A motion was made by Councilmember Jacque Isern to approve the Cox Communications Pole Attachment License Agreement with an annual fee of $10 per pole, seconded by Councilmember Kirk Clawson.  Motion carried.  All present voting in favor.
6. City Park Restroom Roof: Staff explained the roof on the city park restrooms need repaired. The roof is flat and has a tar and chat type covering. Presented to council was a quote from Washington Roofing in the amount of $6000 to install a SPF roof system to the roof on the city park restrooms.  
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A motion was made by Councilmember Kirk Clawson to approve the quote from Washington Roofing in the amount of $6000 to install a SPF roof system to the roof on the city park restrooms, seconded by Councilmember Steve Oelke. Motion carried.  All present voting in favor. 
7. Hospital Transformer Quotes: Staff explained two transformers, one 750 KVA and one 500 KVA need to be purchased to install at the new hospital location. Transformers can be purchased new or used (re-built or reconditioned).  The city has normally purchased re-built or reconditioned transformers with excellent results.  Presented to council were four quotes:

A motion was made by Councilmember Ken Lebbin to approve the quote from Emerald Transformer in the amount of $25,250, seconded by Councilmember Kirk Clawson.  Motion carried.  All present voting in favor. 
8. Water and Sewer Project Supplies Quotes:  Staff requested this item be tabled.
9. Park Street Utility Easement Agreement: Staff explained the benefits of having a thirty foot right of way along the entire length of Park Street along the west side for utility infrastructure construction for the new hospital. The city recently acquired the property between 4th and 6th street.  Presented to council was an agreement with the property owner for a permanent utility easement for the remaining north six hundred feet of this thirty-foot wide right of way.

A motion was made by Councilmember Kirk Clawson to approve the agreement for a permanent utility easement with Michael Gatton and Debra Brockel and payment of $1000 and authorize Mayor Irlan Fullbright to execute the agreement.  Motion seconded by Councilmember Steve Oelke.  Motion carried.  All present voting in favor. 
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10. Library Board Appointment: Staff explained the Ellinwood School/Community Library was designed to serve both the school and the community and receives funding from both. Staff explained there is a current opening on the Library Board. Mayor Irlan Fullbright recommended the appointment of Joan Drees to the Library Board. 

A motion was made by Councilmember Ken Lebbin to approve the appointment of Joan Drees to the Library Board, seconded by Councilmember Kirk Clawson. Motion carried.  All present voting in favor. 
11. Consider Ordinance Adopting 2022 Uniform Public Offense Code: 
The League of Kansas Municipalities publishes an updated Uniform Public Offense Code, which includes all criminal offenses not related to traffic.  The City currently utilizes the 2021 edition.

A motion was made by Councilmember Steve Oelke to adopt Ordinance 2022-3, an ordinance regulating public offenses within the corporate limits of the City of Ellinwood, Kansas incorporating by reference the “Uniform Public Offense Code for Kansas Cities”, Edition of 2022 and repealing Ordinance 2021-4.  Councilmember Jacque Isern seconded the motion.  Motion carried.  All present voting in favor.

12. Consider Ordinance Adopting 2022 Standard Traffic Offense Code:
The League of Kansas Municipalities publishes an updated Standard Traffic Offense Code, which includes all traffic offenses.  The City currently utilizes the 2021 edition.

A motion was made by Councilmember Jacque Isern to adopt Ordinance 2022-4, an ordinance regulating traffic within the corporate limits of the City of Ellinwood, Kansas; incorporating by reference the “Standard Traffic Ordinance for Kansas Cities’, Edition of 2022, providing certain

penalties and repealing Ordinance 2021-5.  Councilmember Ken Lebbin             seconded the motion.  Motion carried.  All present voting in favor.

13. Staff Report:  
a.) Staff informed council no definitive response has been received on the Transportation Alternatives grant for the downtown streetscape project at this point. 
b.) Staff explained the BXBS renewal has not been received yet and staff is researching other options in case the renewal comes in higher than budgeted. 
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c.) Staff has been in contact with Ms. Becca Maxwell regarding the sign east of town
d.) Staff explained the KPP conference will be held September 15th and 16th and the registration deadline is this Friday.
e.)  Staff is gone on vacation the week of August 15th. 
f.)  Staff reported the pool will be closing on Saturday August 13th.
g.)  Staff reported the AMI project is nearing completion
14. Executive Session for Review of Confidential Information of Individual Delinquent Utility Accounts: An executive session was requested for discussion of review of confidential information of individual delinquent utility accounts. A motion was made by Councilmember Ken Lebbin to recess into executive session pursuant to KSA 45-221(a)(26) for the review of delinquent utility account information. Executive session will be for ten (10) minutes beginning at 8:35 p.m. until 8:45 p.m. and council will reconvene in council chambers at that time.  Persons to remain in executive session are the governing body, city administrator, city clerk and city attorney, seconded by Councilmember Steve Oelke.  Motion carried. All present voting in favor. The governing body recessed into executive session at 8:35 p.m.

Meeting reconvened at 8:45 p.m.  No action taken.

15. Consideration to Write-Off Delinquent Utility Accounts: The auditors recommend the city annually review delinquent utility accounts and write off those accounts which are becoming aged.  A review and write-off of older accounts provides the city with a more accurate amount of collectible accounts receivable at year end.  Although the accounts are written off, the city will continue with collection efforts including referral of the accounts to the State of Kansas Setoff program to offset against tax refunds or funds.  The City’s percentage of bad debts is very low.
A motion was made by Councilmember Steve Oelke to approve for write-off, the list of delinquent utility accounts totaling $5891.68, seconded by Councilmember Kirk Clawson. Motion carried.  All present voting in favor.
16. Executive Session Discussion of Property Acquisition: An executive session was requested for discussion of acquisition of real property.  A motion was made by Councilmemberr Ken Lebbin to recess into executive session pursuant to KSA 75-4319(b)(6) for the purpose of discussion of the acquisition of real property relating to a utility easement.  Executive 
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session will be for fifteen (15) minutes beginning at 8:45 p.m until 9:00 p.m. and council will reconvene in council chambers at that time.  Persons to remain in executive session are the governing body, city administrator and city attorney, seconded by Councilmember Steve Oelke.  Motion carried.  All present voting in favor.  The governing body recessed into executive session at 8:45 p.m.
Meeting reconvened at 9:00 p.m. No action taken.
