A. CALL TO ORDER:  Mayor Irlan Fullbright called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. in council chambers. 
B. ROLL CALL: Members present were Councilmembers Ken Lebbin, Jacque Isern, Steve Oelke, Scott Tillotson, Kirk Clawson and Mayor Irlan Fullbright.  City attorney Jane Isern and city administrator Chris Komarek were present. Also present was Mary Waite, representing the Ellinwood Leader and Mike Gilmore, representing the Great Bend Tribune.     
C. RECITATION OF THE PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE
D. APPROVAL OF AGENDA: A motion was made by Councilmember Ken Lebbin to approve the agenda as presented seconded by Councilmember Steve Oelke.  Motion carried. All voting in favor.
E. APPROVAL OF MINUTES: A motion was made by Councilmember Jacque Isern to approve minutes for the October 11, 2022, regular council meeting, seconded by Councilmember Kirk Clawson.  Motion carried.  All voting in favor.   

F. APPROPRIATIONS: A motion was made by Councilmember Kirk Clawson                                                                              to authorize payment of bills and claims processed, seconded by Councilmember Scott Tillotson.  Motion carried. All voting in favor.

G. OLD BUSINESS: 
1. Personnel Policy Amendments:  At the last council meeting, staff presented council with suggested changes to the personnel policy relating to sick leave, vacation leave, longevity pay, work week hours, nepotism, resignations, and funeral leave. Presented to council were the final drafts of the policy changes.

A motion was made by Councilmember Steve Oelke to approve the policy changes as presented to go in effect January 1, 2023.  Motion seconded by Councilmember Kirk Clawson.  Motion carried.  All voting in favor.

I. NEW BUSINESS:
1. Proposal for Audit Services: Presented to council was a proposal from AdamsBrown, LLC to perform the city audit for the years 2022, 2023 and 2024.
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A motion was made by Councilmember Ken Lebbin to accept the proposal from AdamsBrown, LLC for a fee of $11,750 for 2022, $12,100 for 2023 and $12,460 for 2024. Councilmember Steve Oelke seconded the motion. Motion carried.  All voting in favor. 

2. Vision Service Plan Renewal: Presented to council is the renewal of the Vision Service Plan.  The renewal premium per employee had a slight increase per month from $18.47 to $19.02. The total annual increase would be $145.20. 
A motion was made by Councilmember Scott Tillotson to approve the renewal of the Vision Service Plan at $19.02 per employee, per month, seconded by Councilmember Jacque Isern. Motion carried.  All voting in favor. 
3. Streetscape Design and Engineering Agreement: Presented to council was an Engineering Services Contract from Evans, Bierly, Hutchison & Associates, P.A. (EBH) for the KDOT Transportation Alternatives Program Downtown Pedestrian Access and Streetscape Improvements Project. The contract allows the city to move forward with the design, engineering and assistance in management of the grant and streetscape project. The contract is for $108,500 which will be the sole responsibility of the city. 
A motion was made by Councilmember Kirk Clawson to approve the engineering services contract with EBH in the amount of $108,500, seconded by Councilmember Jacque Isern. Motion carried.  All voting in favor.
4. Cost Share Grant Design and Engineering Agreement: Presented to council was a contract for engineering services from Evans, Bierly, Hutchison & Associates, P.A. (EBH) for the KDOT Cost Share Program Tunnel Sidewalk Improvements Project. The contract allows the city to move forward with the design, engineering and assistance in management of the grant and project. The contract is for $54,000, which is the city’s responsibility. Staff is currently working on an agreement with Wolf Hotel to pay for a large portion of the city’s share of expense on this project.  
A motion was made by Councilmember Steve Oelke to approve the engineering services contract with EBH in the amount of $54,000 seconded by Councilmember Scott Tillotson. Motion carried.  All voting in favor.

5. Fire and EMS Pager and Radio Purchase: Staff explained over the last two years emergency services in Barton County have worked to transition to the 800 Mhz radio system. Staff also explained the fire and EMS departments have been operating on the 800 system since January but have been receiving calls via pager on the old UHF frequency.  Receiving calls on one frequency and communicating on another has presented problems.  Presented to council was a quote for 40 pagers for both the fire department and the EMS and a quote for 4 portable radios for the fire department.:

Staff explained funding is available for this purchase in the Fire-Ambulance Equipment Fund.
A motion was made by Councilmember Ken Lebbin to approve the quote from Mobile Radio in the amount of $34,040 plus freight for 40 pagers and the quote from Motorola Solutions in the amount of $9,607.86 for 4 radios, seconded by Councilmember Jacque Isern. Motion carried.  All voting in favor. 

6. Well #5 Pump: Staff reported the repairs to well #5 are complete and it is time to finalize the project by putting down the pump and begin using it.  Staff explained the old pump was not in good condition and recommended replacing it.  A quote was received from Clarke Well and Equipment:

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A motion was made by Councilmember Kirk Clawson to approve the quote from Ernsting’s Inc. to repair the small heat exchanger on the Worthington engine in the amount of $34,640.00 plus freight charges, seconded by Councilmember Ken Lebbin.  Motion carried.  All voting in favor.
