A. CALL TO ORDER:  Mayor Irlan Fullbright called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. in council chambers. 
B. ROLL CALL: Members present were Councilmembers Ken Lebbin, Scott Tillotson, Steve Oelke, Jacque Isern, Kirk Clawson and Mayor Irlan Fullbright.  City attorney Jane Isern and City administrator Chris Komarek were present. Also, present was Mike Gilmore representing the Great Bend Tribune, and Elizabeth Coles representing the Ellinwood Leader.   
C. RECITATION OF THE PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE
D. APPROVAL OF AGENDA: A motion was made by Councilmember Kirk Clawson to approve the agenda as presented seconded by Councilmember Steve Oelke.  Motion carried. All voting in favor.  
E. APPROVAL OF MINUTES: A motion was made by Councilmember Scott Tillotson to approve minutes for the May 9, 2023, regular council meeting, seconded by Councilmember Jacque Isern. Motion carried.  All voting in favor.   

F. APPROPRIATIONS: A motion was made by Councilmember Ken Lebbin                                                                                           to authorize payment of bills and claims processed, seconded by Councilmember       Kirk Clawson.  Motion carried. All voting in favor.

G. OLD BUSINESS: NONE
H. VISITORS:  Nancy Baird, Carol Gilmore, Spencer Proffitt and Jarod Carr.
I. NEW BUSINESS:
1. AHF Update:  Nancy Baird representing the After Harvest Festival planning committee was present to give council an update of scheduled events for the AHF on July 13th – July 15th.
AHF flyer with a full schedule of events was presented to council. There are more food vendors available this year. AHF shirts can be purchased at Sunflower Bank.
2. Kansas Sidewinders Cereal Malt Beverage Application: Presented to council was an application for a cereal malt beverage license submitted by the Kansas Sidewinders Motorcycle Club for operation at the After Harvest Festival beginning Friday, July 14, 2023, at 5:00 pm to midnight on Saturday, July 15, 2023.
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Kansas Sidewinders will be operating directly outside of the Sidewinders building.
A motion was made by Councilmember Ken Lebbin to approve the cereal malt beverage application for operation outside of the Kansas Sidewinders Motorcycle Club at the After Harvest Festival for the days and times noted above for the licensed premise as outlined in Ordinance 2023-11.  Motion seconded by Councilmember Steve Oelke. Motion carried.  All voting in favor.   

3. Ordinance for Consumption of Alcohol on Public Property: Presented to council for review was Ordinance 2023-11, an ordinance that allows for the consumption of enhanced cereal malt beverages around the First and Main area as described in the ordinance from 5:00 p.m., Friday, July 14, 2023 to 1:00 a.m on Saturday July 15th and then again from 5:00 p.m. Saturday July 15th to 1:00 a.m on Sunday July 16th in association with the beverage tent and the After Harvest Festival.
A motion was made by Councilmember Kirk to approve Ordinance 2023-11 an ordinance exempting certain following described public property, the title of which is vested in the City of Ellinwood, Kansas to permit the consumption of enhanced cereal malt beverages thereon, as authorized by charter ordinance No. 5 of said city and establishing the time when such exemption shall be effective.  Motion was seconded by Councilmember Jacque Isern. Motion carried.  All voting in favor.
4. Zoning Change Ordinance: Justin Joiner of Joiner Brothers Property Group filed for a zoning change on the property at 300 South Bismark from R-1 to R-3 to allow the construction of a fourplex.  The request was made upon receiving a MIH grant for construction of three duplexes and a fourplex within the community. The zoning change was filed with the planning commission who held a public hearing and reviewed the request.  There were no objections from the public.  The planning commission’s recommendation is to approve the zoning change.  
Presented to council was Ordinance 2023-12, an ordinance changing the zoning classification of certain property located in the City of Ellinwood, Kansas under the authority granted in Article XXV Section 6 of the zoning regulations of the City.

A motion was made by Councilmember Ken Lebbin to adopt Ordinance 2023-12, approving the zoning change at 300 South Bismark from R1 to R3, seconded by Councilmember Kirk Clawson. Motion carried.  All voting in favor. 
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5. Recreation Board Appointment: The Ellinwood Recreation Commission has a Board of Directors consisting of five members which are appointed on alternating three-year terms.  Two members are appointed by the city.  The position currently held by Debbie McCormick is due for appointment effective July 1, 2023.  This position was advertised in the paper.     
Mayor Irlan Fullbright requested this item be tabled until a future meeting.

6. Environmental Ordinances: In January, 2023 city council passed several ordinances making amendments relating to the environmental codes. Since that time staff found a few items that need changed. Presented to council were Ordinances 2023-13 through 2023-16 with proposed changes hi-lighted. 
A motion was made by Councilmember Steve Oelke to adopt Ordinance 2023-13 amending Chapter 8, Article 2, Section 8-2a09, of the Ellinwood Municipal Code regarding notice under the environmental code, seconded by Councilmember Scott Tillotson.  Motion carried.  All voting in favor. 

A motion was made by Councilmember Jacque Isern to adopt Ordinance 2023-14 amending Chapter 8, Article 2, Section 8-205, of the Ellinwood Municipal Code regarding notice under the health nuisance code, seconded by Councilmember Scott Tillotson. Motion carried.  All voting in favor.

A motion was made by Councilmember Scott Tillotson to adopt Ordinance 2023-15 amending Chapter 8, Article 3, Section 8-307 of the Ellinwood Municipal Code regarding notice under the junked motor vehicle on private property code, seconded by Councilmember Kirk Clawson. Motion carried.  All voting in favor.

Council member Ken Lebbin requested to amend section 8-405 in Ordinance 2023-16 to change the wording “not inconsistent” to “consistent”.

A motion was made by Councilmember Ken Lebbin to adopt Ordinance 2023-16 amending Chapter 8, Article 4, Sections 8-401 through 8-407 of the Ellinwood Municipal Code regarding notice under the weeds code, seconded by Councilmember Steve Oelke. Motion carried.  All voting in favor. 
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7. Budget Amendment:  With the construction of the new hospital, the city had to extend all utilities to the new site.  The cost to extend the sanitary sewer system to the hospital requires the installation of a new lift station.  
The cost is expected to exceed $250,000 of which the hospital will fund the majority of the cost. The 2023 sewer fund budget does not allow for the increase of these revenues or expenditures therefore the city will need to amend the sewer fund budget to allow for these monetary changes before a bid can be approved for this project and the expenses encumbered.  As part of the amendment process a public hearing must be held. 
A motion was made by Councilmember Jacque Isern to set a public hearing to amend the 2023 sewer fund budget on July 11, 2023 p.m. at 7:00 p.m.  seconded by Councilmember Steve Oekle.  Motion carried.  All voting in favor.
8. Water/Wastewater Material Quote: Presented to council was a quote from Core & Main in the amount of $58,883.69 for material relating to water and wastewater improvements for the areas around the new hospital and new housing development. Staff only requested a quote from Core & Main because over 50% of the material requested is specific to the brand and model of material used in the city’s system. Core & Main are the vendors for this material in the state of Kansas. 
A motion was made by Councilmember Kirk Clawson to approve the quote from Core & Main in the amount of $58,883.69 for material relating to water and wastewater improvements for the areas around the new hospital and the new housing development, seconded by Councilmember Ken Lebbin. Motion carried.  All voting in favor. 
9. Wastewater Treatment Plant Report: KDHE (Kansas Department of Health and Environment) made their annual inspection visit on May 2, 2023. Spencer Proffitt, water Superintendent presented report to council.  
No violations were reported from KDHE. Spencer is working with Wichita State University, researching to lower the levels of phosphorus.
10. Recycling Program: Staff received a call from Sunflower Diversified relating to the costs of picking up recycling at businesses in Ellinwood.    
After some discussion, Mayor Irlan Fullbright requested this item be tabled until a future meeting.  
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11. Staff Reports:
a.)  Environmental violation; weed notices spreadsheet was presented to the council. Weed notices are hand delivered or mailed to the owner and 
  tenant by Ellinwood Police department. Mowing charges are mailed            

  certified to the property owner. 
b.)  KanCap KMU is holding a training class for any rural water or city council board, November 8th, 2023 at Wolf Hotel from 5:30-7:30. 
c.) Water department is pulling iron and manganese samples from well No. 5.  Results have shown improvement; levels of manganese are down. 
d.) KDOT has begun replacing the railroad crossing on E 56 Highway, east of Ellinwood. 
e.)  Oliva Herrman’s Eagle scout gaga ball pit project at the city park is complete. Oliva has raised $1,400 of the total cost $3,400. The city will discuss a fund amount to donate to the project.
f.)  Council Members Jacque Isern and Scott Tillotson were present at the school and recreation commission board meeting; reported the ball field building is being prepped for paint (blue in color) in the next two weeks. 
g.)  The city would like to remain with a budget revenue neutral rate. Barton County plans on holding a meeting in early July. 
h.)  KPP is putting on an appreciation dinner in late July in Wellington and Minneapolis. 
i.) Electric Dept. setting transformers at the Hospital site. 

j.) Police Dept working on weed notices and generating monthly calls for service reports. The police flock cameras have not been installed. 

k.) Chris is out of the office all next week at the APPA conference in Seattle.
12. Executive Session for Discussion of Property Acquisition:  An executive session was requested for discussion of the acquisition of property. A motion was made by Councilmember Ken Lebbin to recess into executive session pursuant to KSA 75-4319 (b) (6) for the purpose of discussion of the acquisition of property. Executive session will be for (10) minutes beginning at 8:45 p.m. until 8:55 p.m. and council will reconvene in the 
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council chambers at that time. Persons to remain in executive session are the governing body, city administrator and city attorney. Motion seconded 
by Councilmember Steve Oekle. Motion carried.  All voting in favor.  The governing body recessed into executive session at 8:45 p.m.

Meeting reconvened at 8:55 pm. No action taken.

13. Discussion of Property Acquisition:
A motion was made by Council member Kirk Clawson to purchase the property 214 W. 1st Street from Joiner Brothers Property Group in the amount of $5,991, the city also agrees to waive all connection and permit fees for water, sewer and electric at 300 S. Bismark, 315 E. 2nd, 415 E. 3rd and 400 E. 4th, Ellinwood, Kansas. Seconded by Councilmember Scott Tillotson. Motion carried.  All voting in favor.
