A. CALL TO ORDER:  Mayor Irlan Fullbright called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. in council chambers. 
B. ROLL CALL: Members present were Councilmember Kirk Clawson, Jacque Isern, Ken Lebbin, Steve Oelke, Scott Tillotson and Mayor Irlan Fullbright. City attorney Jane Isern and city administrator Chris Komarek were present. Also present was Mike Gilmore representing the Great Bend Tribune.
C. RECITATION OF THE PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE
D. APPROVAL OF AGENDA: A motion was made by Councilmember Steve Oelke to approve the agenda as presented, seconded by Councilmember Scott Tillotson.  Motion carried. All voting in favor.  
E. APPROVAL OF MINUTES: A motion was made by Councilmember Scott Tillotson to approve minutes for the October 10, 2023, regular council meeting and October 30, 2023 seconded by Councilmember Ken Lebbin. Motion carried.  All voting in favor.   

F. APPROPRIATIONS: A motion was made by Councilmember Kirk Clawson                                                                                to authorize payment of bills and claims processed, seconded by Councilmember Jacque Isern.  Motion carried. All voting in favor.

I. NEW BUSINESS:
1. Discussion of Property at 116 East 1st: Presented to city council was a report from Police Chief Bailey, acting as the Code Enforcement Officer detailing the condition of the structure located at 116 E. 1st Street. Also presented to council for consideration was Resolution 111423 which deems the property at 116 E. First Street to be a dangerous or unsafe structure and would initiate the condemnation proceedings.

Subject to K.S.A. 12-1750; 12-1756 the City Governing Body may direct a property owner to abate a dangerous or dilapidated structure.  The procedural process is as follows:
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a)  A written statement prepared by the Enforcing Officer is submitted to 

     the Governing Body.

b)  The Governing Body adopts resolution.

1)  Resolution is published two (2) times.  30 days must elapse          

      between last publication and date for a hearing.

2)   Copy of the resolution is mailed by certified mail to each 

       owner, agent, lienholder and occupant.

                        c)   Governing Body holds a hearing on the date and time specified in the 

                               resolution and makes a formal determination on conditions of the 

                               structure.



e)    If owner does not diligently commence repair or removal as directed 

                               by resolution the City may:




1)  Remove or repair the structure.

                                    2)  Assess cost, less salvage, against the property.


A motion was made by Councilmember Ken Lebbin to adopt Resolution No 111423, a Resolution fixing a time and place and providing for notice of a hearing before the Governing Body of the City of Ellinwood, Kansas, at which the owner, his or her agent, lienholders of record and occupants of the structures located at 116 E. 1st street in said City may appear and show cause why such structure should not be condemned and ordered repaired or demolished as an unsafe, dangerous or dilapidated structure and that a Public Hearing will be held on the 9th day of January, 2024 before the Governing Body of the City of Ellinwood at 6:30 p.m. in the council room of the city office, 104 E. 2nd Street.  Motion seconded by 

Councilmember Kirk Clawson.  Motion carried.  All voting in favor.

2. Solid Waste Operations and Rates: At the October 30, 2023, special council meeting trash rates were discussed. Trash rates need to be increased due to the rising operating costs and the need to set aside monies for truck replacement. The current residential rate is $12 for twice a week pick-up.  Twice a week versus once a week pick up was discussed.  Staff explained that commercial rates need to be reviewed also, but more information is needed to make an informed decision.
A motion was made by Councilmember Jacque Isern to adopt Ordinance 2023-21, an ordinance increasing residential solid waste fees from $12 to $18 a month and to continue twice a week pick up, seconded by Councilmember Ken Lebbin. Motion carried.  All voting in favor.
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3. Sanitary Sewer Pipe Purchase: Staff explained there is a need for additional wastewater pipe for the northwest housing development. Presented to council was a quote from Miller Plastics for 1848’ of wastewater pipe for $15,116.64.

A motion was made by Councilmember Steve Oelke to approve the quote from Miller Plastics in the amount of $15,116.64, seconded by Councilmember Kirk Clawson. Motion carried.  All voting in favor.  
4. KPP Solar Grant Application:  Presented to council was an agreement with KPP Energy to participate in the KPP Energy Solar Project.  This agreement is necessary to be considered in the grant application process.  Staff reminded council this project is only in the grant application phase and if it is awarded further studies will be done to see if the site at the airport would meet the grant requirements.
A motion was made by Councilmember Jacque Isern to approve the agreement with KPP Energy and authorize the mayor to execute the agreement, seconded by Councilmember Kirk Clawson. Motion carried.  All voting in favor. 
       J.    REPORTS:

1. Staff Report:

a) There has been a change regarding the sign in the east edge of Ellinwood. It will have a canvas back over the top, instead of it being painted.
b) Staff has reached out to the masonry for the bandshell project and he 

said the brick is now in stock.
