A. CALL TO ORDER:  Mayor Irlan Fullbright called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. in council chambers. 
B. ROLL CALL: Members present were Councilmembers Kirk Clawson, Ken Lebbin, Jacque Isern, Steve Oelke, Scott Tillotson and Mayor Irlan Fullbright. City attorney Jane Isern and city administrator Chris Komarek were present. 
C. RECITATION OF THE PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE
D. APPROVAL OF AGENDA: A motion was made by Councilmember Jacque Isern to approve the agenda as presented, seconded by Councilmember Ken Lebbin.  Motion carried. All voting in favor.  
E. APPROVAL OF MINUTES: A motion was made by Councilmember Scott Tillotson to approve minutes for the November 14, 2023, special council meeting and November 14, 2023 regular council meeting seconded by Councilmember Kirk Clawson. Motion carried.  All voting in favor.   

F. APPROPRIATIONS: A motion was made by Councilmember Kirk Clawson                                                                                 to authorize payment of bills and claims processed, seconded by Councilmember Jacque Isern.  Motion carried. All voting in favor.

I. NEW BUSINESS:
1. Service Award: A service award was presented to Andy Kirkpatrick for his 10 years of service to the Ellinwood Fire Department. 
2. Review Cereal Malt Beverage Applications: All cereal malt beverage licenses are due for renewal at the December meeting. The City has received the following applications for license issuance:

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A motion was made by Councilmember Ken Lebbin to approve the cereal malt beverage application for Caseys and issue the license for 2024. Seconded by Councilmember Jacque Isern.  Motion carried.  All voting in favor.     
A motion was made by Councilmember Kirk Clawson to approve the cereal malt beverage application for Zip Stop Inc. and issue the license for 2024. Seconded by Councilmember Steve Oelke.  Motion carried.  All voting in favor.     
A motion was made by Councilmember Steve Oelke to approve the cereal malt beverage application for Ellinwood Family Foods and issue the license for 2024. Seconded by Councilmember Jacque Isern.  Motion carried.  All voting in favor.     
A motion was made by Councilmember Jacque Isern to approve the cereal malt beverage application for Kansas Sidewinders and issue the license for 2024. Seconded by Councilmember Scott Tillotson.  Motion carried.  All voting in favor.     
3. Discussion of Commission on Aging: Staff explained the commission on aging has been working within their organization to review and update their operations.  The commission on aging was established in July, 1991 after city council adopted Ordinance 9107, establishing a commission on aging.  Presented to Council for review was a copy of Ordinance 9107 and the current by-laws the commission is using. Commission on Aging representative Colleen Bowman addressed city council regarding the current operations and the request for assistance to apply for non-profit status again, after losing the non-profit status a couple of years ago. Mrs. Bowman also explained the Commission currently operates as a separate entity with limited funding and expressed the possibility of future financial assistance from both the City of Ellinwood and the Ellinwood Community Foundation.
After some discussion Councilmember Jacque Isern made a motion to adopt Ordinance 2023-22, repealing Ordinance 9107, seconded by Scott Tillotson. Motion carried. Voting in favor were Councilmembers, Kirk Clawson, Jacque Isern, Steve Oelke and Scott Tillotson. Councilmember Ken Lebbin abstained from voting due to his position on the Commission on Aging board.
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4. Street Sealing Quotes: Presented to council were 2 quotes for crack sealing of asphalt streets from B&H Paving Inc.  Staff explained this is the company the city has used over the past 5 years for street sealing projects.  The recommendation from B & H Paving and city staff is to crack seal the streets this time rather than apply a chip seal. The quotes were as follows:
Crack seal South Main Street and West A                                   $38,000

Crack seal streets starting on “D” street and working north        $24,750
A motion was made by Councilmember Ken Lebbin to approve the quote from B & H Paving Inc. to crack seal South Main Street and West A at a cost of $38,000, seconded by Councilmember Steve Oelke. Motion carried.  All voting in favor.

5. Concrete Cutting Saw Purchase: Presented to council was a quote from White Cap to purchase a new concrete cutting saw and spare blades.  This saw is used to cut concrete or asphalt streets when making repairs to streets.  Staff explained the saw will also be utilized during the replacement of the water main downtown before the streetscape project begins. The quote was as follows:
FS524 Saw 24” BG 20.8 HP (includes shipping)                        $9,306.67

2 24” Blue Cured Diamond Blades                                              $1,500.00

A motion was made by Councilmember Kirk Clawson to approve the quote from White Cap to purchase the concrete cutting saw and spare blades at a cost of $10,806.67, seconded by Councilmember Jacque Isern. Motion carried.  All voting in favor. 
6. Emergency Medical Services Staffing: Staff reminded council that the 2024 budget included adding a full-time employee to the EMS department. EMS director Brittney Bailey requests city council consider using that additional funding for increasing on-call pay in lieu of adding a full time position.  The current weekend and holiday on-call rate is $25 per 12- hour shift. The request is to increase the on-call pay to $75 per 12-hour shift.  On call pay is used for response coverage starting at 6 p.m. on Fridays and ending at 12 midnight on Sunday evening. 
A motion was made by Councilmember Steve Oelke to allow mayor, city administrator and EMS director to determine how to re-allocate funds from an additional full-time staff to increase on-call pay, seconded by  Councilmember  Scott Tillotson. Motion carried.  All voting in favor.  
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7. Staff Report:
a.)  Street crews have been street sweeping and working at the compost
       site
b.)  Staff reported the tree trimming on the lines have been completed,

      but work still needs to be done on the trees hanging over on the streets.
c.)  The side loader trash truck has been broke down, so the rear loader has
      been used for the entire town. 
d.) Staff explained a change is going to be made to the Holiday trash

      schedule. The entire town will be picked up on Tuesday after

      Christmas and the Tuesday after New Years. 
e.)  Staff reported the hospital lift station is basically complete except for
      the pumps,
f.)  Staff explained the MIH projects are moving along.  The first request
      for disbursement has been received.
g.)  Staff reminded council that next month Jon Prescott will replace Steve

      Oelke as councilmember.
8. Executive Session for Discussion on Non-elected Personnel: An executive session is requested for discussion of personnel matters of non-elected personnel. A motion was made by Councilmember Ken Lebbin to recess into executive session pursuant to KSA 75-4319(b)(1) for the discussion of personnel matters of non-elected personnel relating to individual employees’ performance.  Executive session will be for 20 (twenty) minutes beginning at 8:15 p.m. until 8:35 p.m. and council will reconvene in council chambers at that time.  Persons to remain in executive session are the governing body, city administrator and city attorney, seconded by Councilmember Kirk Clawson. Motion carried. All voting in favor.  The governing body recessed into executive session at 8:15 p.m.

Meeting reconvened at 8:35 p.m.  No action taken.

9. Employee Salaries: Staff explained the budget for 2024 allowed for a 3% increase in employee’s wages.  
A motion was made by Councilmember Kirk Clawson to approve a $.63      per hour raise for all full-time employees, excluding the City Administrator, to be effective on the January 16, 2024 payroll, seconded by Councilmember Ken Lebbin. Motion carried. All voting in favor. 
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10. City Administrator Contract Review: After a brief discussion a motion was made by Councilmember Kirk Clawson to approve a 3% pay increase for the City Administrator to be effective on the January 16, 2024 payroll, seconded by  Councilmember Steve Oelke.  Motion carried.  All voting in favor.
