A. CALL TO ORDER:  Mayor Irlan Fullbright called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. in council chambers. 
B. ROLL CALL: Members present were Councilmembers Kirk Clawson, Jacque Isern, Ken Lebbin, Jon Prescott, Scott Tillotson, and Mayor Irlan Fullbright. City attorney Jane Isern and city administrator Chris Komarek were present.   
C. RECITATION OF THE PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE
D. APPROVAL OF AGENDA: A motion was made by Councilmember Jon Prescott to approve the agenda as presented, seconded by Councilmember Jacque Isern.  Motion carried. All voting in favor.  
E. APPROVAL OF MINUTES: A motion was made by Councilmember Scott Tillotson to approve minutes for the January 9, 2024 council meeting and the January 23, 2024 and January 30, 2024 special council meetings, seconded by Councilmember Kirk Clawson. Motion carried.  All voting in favor.   

F. APPROPRIATIONS: A motion was made by Councilmember Kirk Clawson                                                                                   to authorize payment of bills and claims processed, seconded by Councilmember Jon Prescott.  Motion carried. All voting in favor.

G. OLD BUSINESS: NONE
H. VISITORS: Chance Bailey, Brittney Bailey, Seth Schartz, Stephanie Dunnaway, Jon Perron, Jarrod Carr
I. NEW BUSINESS:
1. City Wide Clean up:  The city, in the past, has assisted the community in 
cleaning up their personal property by making available to the citizens of Ellinwood large dumpsters placed at the city shop to dispose of trash, tires, appliances, etc.  This is normally done in the spring in conjunction with the community wide garage sale.  This year’s garage sale event is Saturday, April 27th.
A motion was made by Councilmember Jon Prescott to approve placing dumpsters at the city shop for the city wide clean up from April 27th through May 5th, seconded by Councilmember Ken Lebbin.  Motion carried. All voting in favor.
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2. Review of Wolf Hotel Sidewalk Plans: Presented to council were the latest design plans from EBH for the sidewalk replacement project around the Wolf Hotel. Staff reminded council this project is largely being funded through the KDOT cost share program.  The anticipated plan is to let bids June 6, 2024 with work to begin August 1, 2024 or later.
A motion was made by Councilmember Ken Lebbin to approve the design plans from EBH for the Wolf Hotel sidewalk replacement project, seconded by Councilmember Scott Tillotson. Motion carried.  All voting in favor.

3. Review of City Emergency Water Plan: Presented to council was the City of Ellinwood Emergency Water Plan which was adopted in 2008.  The plan has been reviewed by Spencer Proffitt, water department superintendent and needs to be reviewed and approved annually by the city council. No changes were recommended. A motion was made by Councilmember Jon Prescott to approve the City of Ellinwood Emergency Water Plan, seconded by Councilmember Jacque Isern.  Motion carried.  All voting in favor.
4. 2023 End of Year Financial Review: Presented to council was a “Summary of Cash Receipts, Cash Disbursements and Unencumbered Cash” by fund for the year ended December 31, 2023.

5. EBH Engineering Contract for Housing Project: Presented to council was a contract with Evans, Bierly, Hutchinson and Associates for design and engineering services relating to the new housing development extension off West 10th Street. 
A motion was made by Councilmember Jon Prescott to approve the EBH Engineering contract for the design and engineering services for the new housing development not to exceed $82,000, seconded by Councilmember Ken Lebbin. Motion carried.  All voting in favor. 
6. Commercial Solid Waste Rate Review: Council previously approved an increase in solid waste rates of $6.00 per month for residential customers, with an increase in commercial rates by resolution to be determined on a later date. Presented to council was Resolution 021324 and “Attachment A” detailing the proposed trash commercial rates.
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After some discussion a motion was made by Councilmember Scott Tillotson to adopt Resolution 021324 and “Attachment A” establishing a monthly service charge for each commercial customer, based on number of poly carts, size of dumpsters and frequency of pick up.  Motion seconded by Councilmember Kirk Clawson. Motion carried.  All voting in favor. 
7. Wastewater Rate Review: Presented to council was Ordinance 2024-1, an ordinance repealing Ordinance 9908 and that Article IV Section 3 of Ordinance 9303 be amended revising rates and monthly service charges for the use of the sewage disposal system of the City of Ellinwood.  Staff explained the monthly sewer charge is comprised of a base charge and a user rate. Included in the proposed ordinance was an increase in the monthly base charge of $1.50 as well as an increase in the user charge of $.50.  In addition, an annual monthly increase of $1.00 to the base charge and an increase of $.25 per 1,000 gallons of water used was proposed for five consecutive years commencing with the March 31, 2025 billing.  
A motion was made by Councilmember Jon Prescott to adopt Ordinance 2024-1, as presented above, seconded by Councilmember Jacque Isern.  Motion carried.  All voting in favor.
8. Water Rate Review: Presented to council was Ordinance 2024-2, an ordinance amending the monthly service charge for water furnished through meter; as provided in Section 15-224 (a) and (b) of the Code of the City of Ellinwood, Kansas and repealing all conflicting ordinances and codes. Staff explained the monthly water charge is comprised of a monthly service charge and a user rate. Included in the proposed ordinance was an increase in the monthly service charge of $3.00 as well as an increase in the user charge of $.25.  In addition, an annual monthly increase of $2.00 to the service charge and an increase of $.25 per 1,000 gallons of water used was proposed for five consecutive years commencing January 1, 2025.  

A motion was made by Councilmember Ken Lebbin to adopt Ordinance 2024-2, as presented above, seconded by Councilmember Kirk Clawson.  Motion carried.  All voting in favor.

J. REPORTS:

1. Municipal Court Report: Municipal Court Report for January, 2024.
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2. Utility Production Report: Presented to Council was the Utilities Production Report.
3. Emergency Service Reports: Presented to Council was a police department report for January and an EMS report for calls for January.

4. Staff Report: 
a.) The sign east of town has been completed and has been put back up.  The total estimated costs for the sign was $5000. A donation of $1000 was received from the class of 1968.
b.) City crews have been working on tree trimming over the streets. 
c.) The pumps are getting installed on the hospital lift station
d.) B & H Paving has completed the second phase of crack sealing 

the city streets. 
e.)  Staff attended KMU day at the Capitol.
f.)  Staff reminded council of the Feb 19th special council meeting to
      discuss electric rates and the solar project.
