A. CALL TO ORDER:  Mayor Irlan Fullbright called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. in council chambers. 
B. ROLL CALL: Members present were Councilmembers Jon Prescott, Ken Lebbin, Scott Tillotson, Kirk Clawson, Jacque Isern and Mayor Irlan Fullbright. City attorney Jane Isern was present, city administrator Chris Komarek was absent.  Also present was Mike Gilmore representing the Great Bend Tribune.
C. RECITATION OF THE PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE
D. APPROVAL OF AGENDA: A motion was made by Councilmember Jon Prescott to approve the agenda as presented, seconded by Councilmember Kirk Clawson. Motion carried. All voting in favor.  
E. APPROVAL OF MINUTES: A motion was made by Councilmember Scott Tillotson to approve minutes for the May 14, 2024 council meeting seconded by Councilmember Jacque Isern. Motion carried.  All voting in favor.   

F. APPROPRIATIONS: A motion was made by Councilmember Ken Lebbin                                                                                             to authorize payment of bills and claims processed, seconded by Councilmember Jon Prescott.  Motion carried. All voting in favor.

I. NEW BUSINESS:
1. Service Award: Service awards were presented to the following city employees for their years of service to the City of Ellinwood.  The awards were presented to:
Dexter Doll– 5 years – Fire Department

Kyle Reed – 5 years – Police Department
2. Recycling Program Update:  Ms. Shelby Zuniga, executive director of Sunflower Diversified Services was present to give a report on the recycling program over the past year and to request continued funding from the city in the annual amount of $8,100.   
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Ms. Zuniga presented to council a spreadsheet detailing the business stops in Ellinwood for 2023 and 2024.  She explained that only 4 businesses dropped recycling services after Sunflower Diversified began billing for the recycle service. A motion was made by Councilmember Jon Prescott to approve a commitment of $8,100 to Sunflower Diversified, seconded by Councilmember Kirk Clawson. Motion carried. All voting in favor.

3. Dilapidated Structure at 207 South Humbolt: Presented to city council was a report from Police Chief Chance Bailey, acting as the Code Enforcement Officer detailing the condition of the structure located at 207 South Humbolt. Also presented to council for consideration was Resolution 061124 which deems the property at 207 South Humbolt to be a dangerous or unsafe structure and would initiate the condemnation proceedings.

Subject to K.S.A. 12-1750; 12-1756 the City Governing Body may direct a property owner to abate a dangerous or dilapidated structure.  The procedural process is as follows:



a)  A written statement prepared by the Enforcing Officer is submitted to 

     the Governing Body.

b)  The Governing Body adopts resolution.

1)  Resolution is published two (2) times.  30 days must elapse          

      between last publication and date for a hearing.

2)   Copy of the resolution is mailed by certified mail to each 

       owner agent, lienholder and occupant.

                        c)   Governing Body holds a hearing on the date and time specified in the 

                               resolution and makes a formal determination on conditions of the 

                               structure.



e)    If owner does not diligently commence repair or removal as directed 

                               by resolution the City may:




1)  Remove or repair the structure.

                                    2)  Assess cost, less salvage, against the property.


A motion was made by Councilmember Jon Prescott  to adopt Resolution No 061124, a Resolution fixing a time and place and providing for notice of a hearing before the Governing Body of the City of Ellinwood, Kansas, at which the owner, his or her agent, lienholders of record and occupants of the structures located at 207 South Humbolt street in said City may appear and show cause why such structure should not be condemned and ordered repaired or demolished as an unsafe, dangerous or dilapidated structure and that a Public Hearing will be held on the 13th day of August, 
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2024 before the Governing Body of the City of Ellinwood at 6:50 p.m. in the council room of the city office, 104 E. 2nd Street.  Motion seconded by 

Councilmember Kirk Clawson.  Motion carried.  All voting in favor.

4. Bucket Truck Purchase: Staff explained in April, 2023 the city accepted a bid from Altec Industries for a new bucket truck in the amount of $366,845 with an expected delivery date of early 2028.  The expense was encumbered in 2023.  Staff was recently made aware, by representatives of Altec Industries, of an opportunity for a truck that would be cheaper in price and has a much shorter delivery date.  The truck is a Freightliner rather than a Peterbilt, has 4-wheel drive and a higher reach, however no huge problems versus what was originally ordered with estimated delivery in the first quarter of 2025.     
A motion was made by Councilmember Jacque Isern to rescind the original bid from Altec Industries in the amount of $366,845 and cancel the related encumbrance seconded by Councilmember Ken Lebbin. Motion carried.  All voting in favor.
A motion was made by Councilmember Ken Lebbin to approve the quote from Altec Industries for a bucket truck with the Freightliner chassis and 60’ working height in the amount of $295,483. Motion seconded by Councilmember Jon Prescott.  Motion carried.  All voting in favor.  

5. Flatbed Purchase for Power Plant Pickup:  Staff explained with the purchase of a new pickup for the electric department, it allowed for replacement of the oldest pickup which is located at the power plant with a used pickup from the electric distribution department. The truck designated for use at the power plant needs to have a flat bed on it for recycle use.  Staff would like council to consider placing a flatbed on this truck that has a hydraulic operated lift system.

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After some discussion, the consensus of council was to purchase the bed 
from the local dealer in St. John, Kansas because of the company’s longevity and reputation even though it wasn’t the lowest bid.

A motion was made by Councilmember Kirk Clawson to approve the purchase of a C-5 Manufacturing Rancher Arm Bed from Sunflower Trailer Sales Inc. in the amount of $11,700 plus sales tax, seconded by Councilmember Jon Prescott.  Motion carried.  All voting in favor. 

6. Street Lighting Grant Award: Jon Perron, electric superintendent reported a grant has been applied for to replace all non-LED street lighting with new LED lights. The grant was made available by the Kansas Corporation Commission with funding from the Department of Energy and is called the Energy Efficiency and Conservation Block Grant (EECBG). The city was awarded the grant.  Presented to council was the Kansas Corporation Commission Energy Efficiency and Conservation Block Grant (EECBG) agreement which agrees to provide grant funds in an amount not to exceed $35,351.40.  Jon Perron explained the estimated savings with the LED lights will be $12,000 per year.
A motion was made by Councilmember Ken Lebbin to approve the Energy Efficiency and Conservation Block Grant (EECBG) and agreement for $35,351.40 as presented above, seconded by Councilmember Scott Tillotson. Motion carried.  All voting in favor.     
7. Staff Report:
a.)  Jon Perron expressed his appreciation to Jarrod, Cody, Nick & Blake  

      for their mutual aid response to Russell.      

b.)  Brittney Bailey explained to council the Everbridge system, which is a

      mass communication system for notification alerts to residents.  There

      is zero cost to the city for this system. The system will be tested by 
      sending a sample alert to city employees and city council.  Interested 

      citizens will be able to sign up for this service.

8. Executive Session for Matters Deemed Priviliged in Attorney-Client Relationship: A motion was made by Councilmember Ken Lebbin that city council recess this meeting to an executive session pursuant to KSA 75-4319(b)(2) for the sole purpose of consulting with the city attorney on matters deemed privileged in the attorney-client relationship. The executive session will last for twenty (20) minutes beginning at 8:05 p.m. and ending at 8:25 p.m. and council will reconvene in the council 
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chambers at that time.  The people to remain for the executive session are the Governing Body and City Attorney. Councilmember Jon Prescott seconded the motion. Motion carried.  All voting in favor.  The governing body recessed into executive session at 8:05 p.m.
Meeting reconvened at 8:25 p.m.  No action taken.
9. Executive session of Discussion of Property Acquisition: An executive session was requested for discussion of the acquisition of property. A motion was made by Councilmember Ken Lebbin to recess into executive session pursuant to KSA 75-4319 (b) (6) for the purpose of discussion of the acquisition of real property relating to a stormwater easement. Executive session will be for fifteen (15) minutes beginning at 8:25 p.m. until 8:40 p.m. and council will reconvene in the council chambers at that time. Persons to remain in executive session are the governing body and city attorney. Motion seconded by Councilmember Kirk Clawson. Motion carried.  All voting in favor.  The governing body recessed into executive session at 8:25 p.m.

Meeting reconvened at 8:40 pm. No action taken.
