A. CALL TO ORDER: Mayor Irlan Fullbright called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. in council chambers. 
B. ROLL CALL: Members present were Councilmembers Jacque Isern, Scott Tillotson, Jon Prescott, Ken Lebbin and Mayor Irlan Fullbright. Councilmember Kirk Clawson was absent. City attorney Jane Isern, City Clerk Stephanie Dunnaway and city administrator Chris Komarek were present.
C. RECITATION OF THE PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE
D. APPROVAL OF AGENDA: A motion was made by Councilmember Jon Prescott to approve the agenda as presented, seconded by Councilmember Jacque Isern.  Motion carried. All present voting in favor.  
E. APPROVAL OF MINUTES: A motion was made by Councilmember Scott Tillotson to approve minutes for the December 10, 2024, seconded by Councilmember Ken Lebbin. Motion carried.  All present voting in favor.   

F. APPROPRIATIONS: A motion was made by Councilmember Jon Prescott                                                                               to authorize payment of bills and claims processed, seconded by Councilmember Ken Lebbin.  Motion carried. All present voting in favor.

G. OLD BUSINESS: 
1. Golf Cart Ordinance:  At the December 10, 2024, council meeting council reviewed the Golf Cart Ordinance that was presented.  After discussion several changes were requested before final approval.
Presented to council was an updated version of Ordinance 2025-1 to include suggested changes for the council to consider.  Item was tabled until the next council meeting to make suggested changes.
2. Bucket Truck Warranty:  At the December 10, 2024, council meeting council reviewed several options to purchase an extended warranty for the chassis portion of the new bucket truck.  Council requested more information before approval of the purchase of the chassis extended warranty.
Presented to council was information better explaining the warranty.  A motion was made by Councilmember Ken Lebbin to approve the purchase of the chassis warranty in the amount of $5,575.00 seconded by Councilmember Jon Prescott.  Motion carried.  All present voting in favor.
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H. VISITORS: Jarrod Carr, Brandon Carr, Megan Anderson, Brittney Bailey, Seth Schartz, Kyle Nemnich, Chance Bailey, Kevin Clair
I. NEW BUSINESS:
1. New Council Member Seating and Appointment of Council President: Councilmembers Jacque Isern, Kirk Clawson and Ken Lebbin were previously sworn into office by City Clerk Stephanie Dunnaway to begin their 2-year terms.   
As provided in the Ellinwood City Code, the City Council shall annually elect one of their own body, as “President of the Council.”  The Council President shall preside at all meetings of the Council in the absence of the mayor.

A motion was made by Councilmember Jon Prescott nominating Councilmember Ken Lebbin as Council President, seconded by Councilmember Scott Tillotson.  Motion carried.  All present voting in favor.

2. Recreation Department request on Naming of South Ball Fields: Kyle Nemnich, Megan Anderson and Brandon Carr of the Ellinwood recreation commission were present to discuss with council a request for naming of the south ball fields.  Recently, Recreation Director Stephan Richter passed away unexpectedly.  He was highly respected in Ellinwood.  Recreation board members asked the council to consider the naming of the south ball fields in memory of Mr. Richter as the “Stephan C. Richter Memorial Fields.”  The request also included permission to place a sign on the building and perhaps on the scoreboards.
A motion was made by Councilmember Jacque Isern approving the request to name the south ball fields after Stephan C. Richter, seconded by Councilmember Jon Prescott. Motion carried.  All present voting in favor.
3. City-Waiver of GAAP Reporting: The City is required to conduct an audit each year in accordance with state statute.  State statute specifies that audits are to be conducted according to Generally Accepted Accounting Principles (GAAP). 

State statute authorizes a municipality to pass a resolution to adopt the cash basis method of accounting and audit control.  A motion was made by Councilmember Jon Prescott to adopt Resolution 011425 seconded by Councilmember Ken Lebbin. Motion carried.  All present voting in favor.
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4. Personnel Policy:  Staff have been working on updates to the city employee policy manual. Presented to council were proposed changes and additions relating to computer, internet, and social media use along with a few other changes. Staff provided council with the current policy manual with proposed changes highlighted and some new additions to current policies. Staff suggested not to amend the current policy manual, but to replace it with a new policy manual that included all changes.
A motion was made by Councilmember Scott Tillotson to approve the new policy manual as presented to go into effect January 2025.  Motion seconded by Councilmember Jacque Isern.  Motion carried.  All present voting in favor.
J. REPORTS:

1. Municipal Court Report:  Municipal Court Report for December 2024.
2. Utility Production Report: Presented to Council was the Utilities Production Report.
3. Emergency Service Reports: Presented to Council was a police department report for December and an EMS report for calls for December.

4. Staff Report: 
a. Chamber Annual Meeting February 6th – if any council members would like to attend the city will pay for their ticket.
b. Downtown parking is an issue for snow removal.  The city has an ordinance in place that states no parking from 3:30 am to 5:30 am.  Signs will be put back up on main street.

c. The snow removal went well and didn’t lose any equipment. The city had a lot of praise from the citizens of Ellinwood.

d. NW Development – equipment is available but was too cold outside to start working.
e. The sewer plant dump truck was purchased about 6 years ago had the head on the engine start leaking that is now repaired – the cost was about $9,500.00.  
f. The city bought a tractor in 2018, and the front end is going out.  The cost of repairing is about $10,000.
g. Solid Waste letters went out on January 16th. Poly carts will be swapped out in the last week of January.
K. ADJOURNMENT: There being no further business at this time, a motion was 
made by Councilmember Jon Prescott that the meeting be adjourned at 8:27 p.m. seconded by Councilmember Scott Tillotson. Motion carried. All present voting in favor.
