A. CALL TO ORDER: Mayor Irlan Fullbright called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. in council chambers. 
B. ROLL CALL: Members present were Councilmembers Jacque Isern, Scott Tillotson, Kirk Clawson, Ken Lebbin and Mayor Irlan Fullbright. Councilmember Jon Prescott was absent. City attorney Jane Isern, city administrator Chris Komarek and City Clerk Stephanie Dunnaway were present.   
C. RECITATION OF THE PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE
D. APPROVAL OF AGENDA: A motion was made by Councilmember Ken Lebbin to approve the agenda as presented, seconded by Councilmember Jacque Isern.  Motion carried. All present voting in favor.  
E. APPROVAL OF MINUTES: A motion was made by Councilmember Scott Tillotson to approve minutes for the January 14, 2025, council meeting, seconded by Councilmember Kirk Clawson. Motion carried.  All present voting in favor.   

F. APPROPRIATIONS: A motion was made by Councilmember Kirk Clawson                                                                             to authorize payment of bills and claims processed, seconded by Councilmember Scott Tillotson.  Motion carried. All present voting in favor.

G. OLD BUSINESS: 
1. Golf Cart Ordinance: At the January 14, 2025, council meeting council reviewed the Golf Cart Ordinance that was presented.  After discussion several changes were requested before final approval.
Presented to council was an updated version of Ordinance 2025-1 to include suggested changes for the council to consider.  A motion was made by Councilmember Ken Lebbin to approve Golf Cart Ordinance 2025-1 as presented, seconded by Councilmember Kirk Clawson. Motion carried.  All present voting in favor.

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I. NEW BUSINESS:
1. Service Awards: Service awards were presented to the following city employees for their years of service to the City of Ellinwood.  The awards were presented to:
Joe Johns – 5 years – Police Department
Corey Long – 5 years – Fire Department

2. Solar Facility Resolutions: Leslie Atherton and Mike Shook from KPP Energy were present to provide council with two Solar Facility Resolutions.

Presented to council was Resolution 021125A, a resolution of the City of Ellinwood, Kansas determining the advisability of establishing a qualified low-income economic benefit program for the solar facility.  This resolution aims to create a qualified low-income economic benefit program for the solar facility. KPP will apply for a 20% tax credit on the installed solar facility.  If awarded the credit, KPP will calculate and allocate funds to the city annually for five years.  The amount provided will be 50% of the cost difference between generating solar energy at our facility and purchasing equivalent energy per kWh.  These funds will be distributed by the city to program customers identified through the Low-Income Energy Assistance Program. 
A motion was made by Councilmember Kirk Clawson to approve Resolution 021125A as presented, seconded by Councilmember, Jacque Isern. Motion carried.  All present voting in favor.
Presented to council was Resolution 021125B, a resolution of the City of Ellinwood, Kansas confirming no interconnection agreement is required for the solar facility. This resolution affirms that no interconnection agreement is necessary for the solar facility.  The tax credit bonus application requires an interconnection agreement or confirmation that one is not needed.  KPP Energy has conducted an interconnection study with our system, which determined that no agreement is required.  
A motion was made by Councilmember Jacque Isern to approve Resolution 021125B as presented, seconded by Councilmember, Scott Tillotson.  Motion carried.  All present voting in favor.
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3. Utility and Building Code Ordinances: Presented to council was Ordinance 2025-2, an Ordinance amending Chapter 4 Buildings and Construction, by adding Article 11, Miscellaneous Provisions sections 4-1102, 4-1102, 4-1103 and 4-1104 of the code of the City of Ellinwood and repealing all conflicting ordinances. 
A motion was made by Councilmember Ken Lebbin to approve Ordinance 2025-2 as presented, seconded by Councilmember, Kirk Clawson.  Motion carried.  All present voting in favor.
Presented to council was a proposed ordinance amending Chapter 4, Article 3 of the code of the City of Ellinwood regarding portions of the electrical code and repealing all conflicting ordinances.
After some discussion the proposed ordinance was tabled to further clarify some definitions within the ordinances.

Presented to council was a proposed ordinance amending Chapter 4, Article 4 of the code of the City of Ellinwood regarding portions of the plumbing code and repealing all conflicting ordinances.

After some discussion the proposed ordinance was tabled to further clarify some definitions within the ordinances.

Presented to council was a proposed ordinance amending Chapter 4, Article 2 of the code of the City of Ellinwood regarding portions of the building code and repealing all conflicting ordinances.

After some discussion the proposed ordinance was tabled to further clarify some definitions within the ordinances.

4. Court Cost Ordinance: Presented to council was Ordinance 2025-3, an Ordinance amending Chapter 9, Section 112, Court costs and fees, for the city of Ellinwood, Kansas. 
A motion was made by Councilmember Jacque Isern to adopt Ordinance 2025-3, seconded by Councilmember Ken Lebbin.  Motion carried.  All present voting in favor. 
5. Review of City Emergency Water Plan: Presented to council was the City of Ellinwood Emergency Water Plan which was adopted in 2008.  The plan has been reviewed by Spencer Proffitt, water department superintendent and needs to be reviewed and approved annually by the city council. No changes were recommended. A motion was made by 
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Councilmember Jacque Isern to approve the City of Ellinwood Emergency Water Plan, seconded by Councilmember Scott Tillotson.  Motion carried.  All present voting in favor.
6. 2024 End of Year Financial Review: Presented to council was a “Summary of Cash Receipts, Cash Disbursements and Unencumbered Cash” by fund for the year ended December 31, 2024.  This was an informational item only, no action taken.
7. Staff Report:

a. The first week of the new trash service has finished.  There were a few minor issues, but it has gone well.  City staff have been riding along on the route.  Steel dumpsters have been sold to Stutzman’s for $6300 and poly carts have also been spoken for.
b. Trees have been cut down by the airport and dirt has been         moved and taken to NW Development.

c. The week of February 2, 2025, staff generated and two of the engines had some small issues and the third engine worked great.

d. There were two water main breaks during the last cold weather event.
e. Well #5 results were not as good as we expected.  Staff will continue to pump and see what happens.  We are hoping that well #2 is better when the workover is completed this summer.
f. Chris will have surgery on February 19th and will be out for about a week, working from home.
g. The city was inspected by KDOL in mid-January. The department of labor commended staff on how well everything was going. There were very minimal things to fix. The largest fix is to have the overhead cranes at powerplant inspected.

h. EMS passed the board of pharmacy inspection with a 100% score.

i. EMS staff did a construction review of the new ambulance with the manufacture last week.  The ambulance is still expected to be here in 2028.

j. Police Chief Bailey said there had been eight total police chases in the county in the last few weeks and three of the eight Ellinwood PD were involved in.
1. Executive Session for Non-elected Personnel: An executive session was requested for discussion of personnel matters of non-elected personnel. A motion was made by Councilmember Ken Lebbin to recess into executive 
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session for the purpose of discussion of personnel matters of non-elected personnel pursuant to KSA 75-4319(b)(1).  Executive session will be for 
ten (10) minutes beginning at 8:25 p.m. until 8:35 p.m. and council will reconvene in council chambers at that time.  Persons to remain in executive session are the governing body, city administrator, and city attorney, seconded by Councilmember Scott Tillotson. Motion carried. All present voting in favor. The governing body recessed into executive session at 8:25 p.m.

Meeting reconvened at 8:35 p.m.  No action taken.

2. Utility Production Report: Presented to Council was the Utilities Production Report.
3. Emergency Service Reports: Presented to council was a police department report for January and an EMS report for calls for January.
