A. CALL TO ORDER: Mayor Irlan Fullbright called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. in council chambers. 
B. ROLL CALL: Members present were Councilmembers Jon Prescott, Ken Lebbin, Scott Tillotson, Kirk Clawson, Jacque Isern and Mayor Irlan Fullbright. City attorney Mark Tremaine and City Clerk Stephanie Dunnaway were present, city administrator Chris Komarek was absent.  
C. RECITATION OF THE PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE
D. APPROVAL OF AGENDA: A motion was made by Councilmember Jon Prescott to approve the agenda as presented, seconded by Councilmember Ken Lebbin. Motion carried. All voting in favor.  
E. APPROVAL OF MINUTES: A motion was made by Councilmember Jon Prescott to approve minutes for the May 13, 2025, council meeting seconded by Councilmember Jacque Isern. Motion carried.  All voting in favor.   

F. APPROPRIATIONS: A motion was made by Councilmember Kirk Clawson                                                                                       to authorize payment of bills and claims processed, seconded by Councilmember Scott Tillotson.  Motion carried. All voting in favor.

I. NEW BUSINESS:
1. Service Award: A service award was presented to Spencer Proffitt for his 25 years of service to the Fire Department.
2. Disc Golf Request: A request to install a Disc Golf course (frisbee golf) around the City Park has been made.  Noah Herman has requested to install a disc golf course as part of an Eagle Scout project and attended the meeting to explain the project in more detail. Provided to council was information about the project and preliminary possible locations to install the holes. Staff believe other sites to consider would be at Wolf Pond or around Steve Richter Field (south ball fields). Councilmember Ken Lebbin suggested Worman Field and Councilmember Jon Prescott suggested the possibility of installing it at the new hospital. Councilmember Jon Prescott will reach out to the hospital board to see if this would be a possibility. 
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The total cost of the project is $6500.00 for a 9-hole course and would be considered an official full course. The project requires the Eagle Scout to have the project completed by their 18th birthday which is on July 30, 2025. Councilmember Ken Lebbin reached out to Rec Director Brandon Carr about partial funding for the project and agreed to help with funding.
A motion was made by Councilmember Jon Prescott to approve the Disc Golf project to be placed either at the hospital or Worman Field with the city funding $2250, the Rec funding $2250 and Noah to fund the remaining $2000.  Motion seconded by Councilmember Ken Lebbin. Motion carried.  All voting in favor.   

3. Sidewinders Cereal Malt Beverage License Application: Presented to council was an application for a cereal malt beverage license submitted by 
the Kansas Sidewinders Motorcycle Club for operation of a beverage tent at the After Harvest Festival beginning Friday, July 18, 2025, at 5:00 pm to 1:00 am on Sunday, July 20, 2025.

A motion was made by Councilmember Jon Prescott to approve the cereal malt beverage application for operation outside of the Kansas Sidewinders Motorcycle Club building at the After Harvest Festival for the days and times noted above for the licensed premise as outlined in Ordinance 2025-11.  Motion seconded by Councilmember Kirk Clawson. Motion carried.  All voting in favor.   

4. Recreation Board Appointment: The Ellinwood Recreation Commission has two members appointed by the city. In 2023 Megan Anderson was appointed as a city representative on the rec board, and she has recently turned in her resignation. Staff received an application to fill in the remaining term that expires in 2027.  Presented to council was an application from Matt Schafer.
Mayor Irlan Fullbright recommended the appointment of Matt Schafer            to fill the remaining term which will end in 2027.  A motion was made by Councilmember Ken Lebbin to approve the recommended appointment of Matt Schafer to fill the remaining term which will end in 2027, seconded by Councilmember Scott Tillotson. Motion carried. All voting in favor.
5. Resolution to Adopt Barton County Hazard Mitigation Plan: Presented to council was Resolution 061025, a resolution adopting the Kansas Homeland Security Region E Mitigation Plan.  The city must have an adopted mitigation plan to qualify for disaster aid from FEMA.  
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A motion was made by Councilmember Jacque Isern to adopt Resolution 061025, a resolution adopting the Kansas Homeland Security Region E Mitigation Plan, seconded by Councilmember Kirk Clawson. Motion carried.  All voting in favor.                                                   

6. Zoning Ordinance Amendments: While working on the preliminary plat for the new housing addition it came to light that some of the setback regulations were stricter than what staff felt was needed. That along with lot use and sizes were also addressed in the amendments. Staff discussed with council what the requests were, what they were before, and their thoughts about the changes. These changes were presented to the planning commission last week and they approved them as presented.
A motion was made by Councilmember Jon Prescott to approve the Zoning Ordinance Amendments 2025-14 as presented, seconded by Councilmember Jacque Isern. Motion carried.  All voting in favor.                                                   

7. Police Video Cameras: Currently the police dept has four body cameras and one in car camera which only two of the body cameras work. This equipment is old and outdated. In today’s world of law enforcement video imagery is very important and a must for the protection of our officers and the public, therefore we have the need to replace our current equipment and become fully operational for each officer and vehicle. Provided to council was a quote for new body and patrol car video cameras. This quote consisted of the upfront cost for hardware and implementation with an annual subscription fee for four additional years. There are many options that can be put in place but attached was what was recommended by staff. Aaron Cochran with Motorola and Chief Bailey discussed the proposal and the other options in greater detail at the meeting. There will be a price increase later this month so now is a good time to consider this upgrade.

A motion was made by Councilmember Jon Prescott to approve the quote from Motorola Solutions in the amount of $63,910.00 for the purchase of body and car cameras for the police department plus installation of car cameras, seconded by Councilmember Ken Lebbin. Motion carried.  All voting in favor.                                                   

8. Power Plant Cooling Tower: In 1987 the city made a major upgrade to the cooling system for the three east engines in the power plant. One tower is full of water year-round and the other is used just during peak season 
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(summertime) and when the outside ambient temperature is higher, thus drained during the winter months. The tower used year-round was replaced in 2011. It is now past time to replace the remaining 1987 tower. Provided to council was a quote to replace that tower with Midwest Machinery and information from Electric Superintendent Jon Perron explaining the use of this tower.
A motion was made by Councilmember Kirk Clawson to approve the quote from Midwest Machinery in the amount of $94,800.00 for the upgrade of the cooling tower, seconded by Councilmember Jacque Isern. Motion carried.  All voting in favor.                                                   

9. Electric Switch Gear Relays: The power plant switch gear was installed in 2001. In 2021 we learned that the electronic relays on the ten circuits that 
feed the town, power plant, and the feeder from Midwest Energy have served their useful life and we could begin to experience problems in the future. At that time in 2021 we purchased two new relays. Staff feel the city needs to continue to work on replacing the remaining relays over the next few years. The city received a quote in April, and staff authorized the ordering of two relays at that time to help avoid a price increase mainly due to possible tariffs. Staff asked the council to ratify this purchase to keep the order in place with an installation date, hopefully later this fall.  Provided to council was a quote to replace two relays this year and an explanation of need by electric Superintendent Jon Perron.
A motion was made by Councilmember Scott Tillotson to ratify the purchase from Utility HelpNet in the amount of $14,900.00 for the replacement of the relays, seconded by Councilmember Kirk Clawson. Motion carried.  All voting in favor.
