A. CALL TO ORDER: Mayor Irlan Fullbright called the meeting to order at 4:00 p.m.

E. NEW BUSINESS:
1. KPP Solar Project: Presented to council was Resolution 050625, a resolution of the City of Ellinwood, Kansas confirming financial authorization and no interconnection agreement is required for the solar facility. Also presented was a memo from the KPP staff explaining the need for the quick approval of the resolution.  The city approved a very similar resolution in February, but it has since been requested that a resolution to include the latitude and longitude coordinates of the proposed site, and the nameplate capacity of the solar facility, and confirmation that no interconnection agreement is required, and that the facility is financially authorized.  The approval of this resolution was required by May 8th therefore the need to hold a special meeting to gain such approval by the deadline.
A motion was made by Councilmember Jacque Isern, to approve Resolution 050625 as presented, seconded by Councilmember Ken Lebbin.  Motion carried.  All present voting in favor.

2. Sale of Solid Waste Trucks: The Solid Waste trucks are currently placed for sale on the Agrivision website for sale by online bidding with the final bidding date of May 8, 2025.  Staff requested the council to set a minimum bid for staff to accept during the auction process.  Staff suggested the minimum bid at the meeting.
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After some discussion a motion was made by Councilmember Ken Lebbin  to approve the minimum bid of $35,000 for the 2010 Peterbilt, $8000 for the 2007 Peterbilt, $500.00 for the Depco Alley Cat Recycle Trailer seconded by Councilmember Kirk Clawson.  Motion carried. All present voting in favor.
