A. CALL TO ORDER: Mayor Irlan Fullbright called the meeting to order at 4:00 p.m.  
B. ROLL CALL: Members present were Councilmembers Ken Lebbin, Scott Tillotson, Jacque Isern, Kirk Clawson, Jon Prescott and Mayor Irlan Fullbright. Councilmember Jon Prescott. Also present was City Administrator Chris Komarek and City Clerk Stephanie Dunnaway. City Attorney Mark Tremaine was absent.
C. APPROVAL OF AGENDA: A motion was made by Councilmember Jon Prescott to approve the agenda as presented, seconded by Councilmember Kirk Clawson. Motion carried. All voting in favor.
D. VISITORS: Kevin Clair, Jon Perron, Brittney Bailey, Spencer Proffitt, Mike Gilmore representing the Great Bend Tribune
E. NEW BUSINESS:
1. Discussion of Disc Golf Course Items: Provided to council was an updated map showing a possible layout of the disc golf course around the outside of Worman field.  Staff discussed this layout, and it appears to work well within the allotted area.
Following the last council meeting the recreation board met and approved to share in the cost of the project up to $1,000.00.  Also of note is the cost of the material came in less than expected at $4,835.00. Mr. Herrman would like the city to continue its contribution of $2,250.00, with the Rec’s share at $1,000.00, Mr. Herrman would carry the remainder of the cost at $1,585.00.
A motion was made by Councilmember Kirk Clawson, to approve the layout of the disc golf course around Worman field and the contribution of $2,250.00 as presented, seconded by Councilmember Jon Prescott.  Motion carried.  All voting in favor.

2. Façade Grant Application: Provided to council was a façade grant application that the county commission has received from 10-39 LLC.  10-39 is hopeful that this project will be completed before the After Harvest Festival.  Per the agreement between the city and Barton County with the new façade grant program both the county and city must approve the grant application. The county commissioners would like to address this application on Tuesday, July 1st at their regular meeting.
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After some discussion a motion was made by Councilmember Jon Prescott, to approve the façade grant application from 10-39 LLC seconded by Councilmember Ken Lebbin.  Motion carried. All voting in favor.
3. Dump Truck Purchase: The city council is aware that staff have been looking at purchasing a used dump truck.  Once again, a truck that meets our needs is located on the Purple Wave auction site.  It is a used truck from Reno County Highway Department.  It’s a 2014 Freightliner and several pictures were provided.  More pictures and information were available on the purple wave website under the June 24th auction date.  This truck will sell on Tuesday the 24th. Staff have gone and looked at this truck and believe it’s worth an attempt to purchase.  
A motion was made by Councilmember Scott Tillotson, to approve a bid up to $75,000 for the purchase of this dump truck or a future similar truck with the approval of mayor and the council president, seconded by Councilmember Jon Prescott.  Motion carried.  All voting in favor.
4. Rescue Truck Chassis Replacement: Fire and EMS over the last few years have been raising funds through their annual Duck Race and Chilli Cookoff to put towards replacing the chassis under the rescue truck.  The current truck is a 1978 Chevy one ton that was originally an ambulance. Staff would like to purchase a newer truck to put under the utility bed that holds our rescue equipment. Staff have located a used 2015 truck that meets our needs for $18,999.00.  
A motion was made by Councilmember Ken Lebbin, to approve the purchase of rescue truck chassis replacement in the amount of $18,999.00 upon the staff’s inspection of vehicle, seconded by Councilmember Kirk Clawson.  Motion carried.  All voting in favor.
