D. APPROVAL OF AGENDA: A motion was made by Councilmember Jon Prescott to approve the agenda as presented, seconded by Councilmember Scott Tillotson. Motion carried. All voting in favor.  
E. APPROVAL OF MINUTES: A motion was made by Councilmember Jacque Isern to approve minutes for the June 10, 2025, council meeting and June 23, 2025, special council meeting seconded by Councilmember Kirk Clawson. Motion carried.  All voting in favor.

I. NEW BUSINESS:
1. Service Award: A service award was presented to Chris Komarek for his 45 years of service to the PD, Electric Department and Administration.
2. KMGA Voting Delegate: The City is entitled to appoint a director to the Board of the Kansas Municipal Gas Agency.  Chris Komarek is listed as the current director for the term ending August 31, 2025.  Jon Perron is listed as the alternate director on a permanent term. 
A motion was made by Councilmember Jon Prescott to appoint Chris Komarek as director to the board of the Kansas Municipal Gas Agency for a 2-year term beginning September 1, 2025, seconded by Councilmember Kirk Clawson.  Motion carried.  All voting in favor.
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2. Rescue Truck Chassis Purchase: At the June 23, 2025, special council meeting council approved the purchase of a 2015 Ford 1-ton chassis to replace the 1978 model currently in use. After inspection there were two dents in the roof that Fire Chief Spencer Proffitt requested be repaired. The cost of repairs is $1,100.00, which the dealer will split the cost on. Staff would like the council to approve an additional cost of $550.00 towards the purchase price for the body repairs.
A motion was made by Councilmember Jacque Isern to approve the additional cost of $550.00 for the repair therefore will make the total cost of the chassis $19,550.00, seconded by Councilmember Scott Tillotson. Motion carried. All voting in favor.
3. New Sub-Division Covenants: Provided to council were the sub-division covenants that staff are proposing for the NW Addition currently. Staff had an up-to-date proposal that was handed out at the meeting. Staff discussed the proposal with the hope that a rough draft could be agreed upon and presented at the August meeting for final approval.
4. Set Date for Budget Study Session: A study session is recommended to review the 2026 budget.  A date of July 21, 2025, at 7:00 p.m. was agreed upon by all Councilmembers to hold the study session.

5. Staff Report:
a. A new dump truck was purchased and is now in use.

b. KPP Conference is coming up soon and staff wanted to invite any Councilmembers that would like to attend.
c. The disc golf course has been installed. The course was not installed with concrete but installed with foam.

d. July 4th went well except someone blew up a barrel that caused damage to a transformer door. The cleanup of fireworks went well.  Trash truck didn’t pick up poly carts that had fireworks in the cart.

e. Staff met with Nancy Baird about AHF and everything is pretty much the same as the year before.
f. The sign on 156 highway will hopefully be up by AHF.
g. NW development is going well. Sanitary sewer should be close to being done by the 1st of August.

h. Plats are about finished for the NW development and we are very close to being ready to sell lots.

i. Chamber coffee is on Friday July 11th at 10:00 a.m. at the bandshell.

j. EBH is reassigning engineers for the streetscape project with possibly bidding the project by end of the year.
