A. CALL TO ORDER: Mayor Irlan Fullbright called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. in council chambers. 
B. ROLL CALL: Members present were Councilmembers Kirk Clawson, Jacque Isern, Ken Lebbin, Jon Prescott, Scott Tillotson and Mayor Irlan Fullbright.  City attorney Mark Tremaine was present, city administrator Chris Komarek was present via Zoom and city clerk Stephanie Dunnaway was present.
C. RECITATION OF THE PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE
D. APPROVAL OF AGENDA: A motion was made by Councilmember Jon Prescott to approve the agenda as presented, seconded by Councilmember Jacque Isern. Motion carried. All voting in favor.  

E. APPROVAL OF MINUTES: A motion was made by Councilmember Jacque Isern to approve minutes for the Budget Hearing August 12, 2025, and the regular council meeting August 12, 2025, seconded by Councilmember Jon Prescott.  Motion carried.  All voting in favor.   

F. APPROPRIATIONS: A motion was made by Councilmember   Kirk Clawson                                                                           to authorize payment of bills and claims processed, seconded by Councilmember    Ken Lebbin.  Motion carried. All voting in favor.

G. OLD BUSINESS: None
H. VISITORS: Jon Perron, Seth Schartz, Brittney Bailey, Chance Bailey, Jarrod Carr, Harry Whiting, Rob Dove, Justin Joiner and JR Robl
I. NEW BUSINESS:
1. Code Enforcement Hearing: When a citizen is issued a notice for a code violation they are allowed to request a hearing before the city council. Matt Hosler at 114 W 1st was requesting to appear before the council to discuss his notice about a vehicle that had outdated registration and appeared to be inoperable. Chief Bailey was present to lead this process. The issue was resolved before the council meeting; therefore Mr. Hosler was not present, and no action was taken.
2. Moderate Income Housing Grant: The application period for MIH funding is open again through October 3rd, 2025.  Justin Joiner and JR Robl were present at the meeting to request council pursue the grant again. Mr. Joiner would like to add a four-plex if grant is approved.  The city would need to approve a resolution 090925, before the grant deadline. 
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A motion was made by Councilmember Kirk Clawson to approve Resolution 090925, a resolution authorizing the preparation and submission of a grant to the Moderate Income Housing Program, seconded by Councilmember Scott Tillotson.  Motion carried.  All voting in favor. 

3. Public Power Week Proclamation: Mayor Irlan Fullbright presented to city council a proclamation recognizing Public Power Week October 5th through October 11th. The proclamation promotes to citizens the value of a city owning their own power systems.
A motion was made by Councilmember Jacque Isern to recognize Public Power Week of October 5th through October 11th, seconded by Councilmember Ken Lebbin. Motion carried. All voting in favor.
4. Discussion of Health Insurance Renewal: Staff presented to council information relating to the renewal of the City’s current health insurance plan which takes effect November 1st.  The city is again eligible for Blue Edge Level Funding plan offered through Blue Cross & Blue Shield which 
is a partially self-funded plan. This plan renewal premium has increased 9.49% and dental increased 6.51%, with no changes to benefits. Staff also discussed a cancer policy offered by BCBS that is available at a discounted group rate. 
The city currently pays 100% of the employee plan and 75% of spouse and dependent coverages on the Health and Dental insurance.

A motion was made by Councilmember Scott Tillotson, to approve the BCBS Blue Edge level funded plan with contribution levels to continue at 100% for employees and 75% for dependent and spouse coverages. Motion seconded by Councilmember Jon Prescott. Motion carried.  All voting in favor.

A motion was made by Councilmember Jon Prescott, to approve the BCBS cancer indemnity plan contribution of 100% for current employees in the amount of $1,248.72 yearly, seconded by Councilmember Jacque Isern. Motion carried. All voting in favor.

5. TASC Cafeteria Plan Renewal: The City currently contracts with Total Administration Services Corporation (TASC) to provide a Section 125 Cafeteria Plan, including a Healthcare FSA and Dependent Care FSA to employees which provides them the opportunity to deduct their share of 
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health insurance premiums pretax and allows employees to pay their share of medical expenses and daycare expenses on a pre-tax basis. The City’s 
payroll costs are also reduced because social security contributions are reduced for each dollar of employee participation. The recommendation from TASC is to review the plan annually for any benefit changes and approve the plan document as presented. Presented to council was the Summary Plan Description for the City’s Section 125 Cafeteria Plan for the plan year November 1, 2025, through October 31, 2026.
A motion was made by Councilmember Ken Lebbin to approve the renewal of the Cafeteria Plan and Healthcare FSA and Dependent Care FSA accounts as presented with no other benefit changes for the period November 1, 2025, through October 31, 2026, seconded by Councilmember Scott Tillotson. Motion carried. All voting in favor.

6. Staff Report:

a. Fall projects will be starting in about a month with tree trimming.
b. Staff is currently working on the Main Street water main project.

c. Chief Bailey said they assisted with a narcotics search on the prior Monday.

d. The Motorola installation of cameras and software in the PD vehicles should be completed in the next month.

7. Executive Session for Matters Deemed Privileged in Attorney-Client Relationship: A motion was made by Councilmember Ken Lebbin that city council recess this meeting to an executive session pursuant to KSA 75-4319(b)(2) for the sole purpose of consulting with the city attorney on matters deemed privileged in the attorney-client relationship. The executive session will last for ten (10) minutes, beginning at 7:35 p.m. and ending at 7:45 p.m. and council will reconvene in the council chambers at that time.  The people to remain for the executive session are the Governing Body, City Administrator and City Attorney. Councilmember Kirk Clawson seconded the motion. Motion carried.  All voting in favor.  The governing body recessed into executive session at 7:35 p.m.

Meeting reconvened at 7:35 p.m.  No action taken. A motion was made by Councilmember Ken Lebbin to recess into executive session for an additional ten (10) minutes for the discussion of matters deemed privileged in attorney-client relationship pursuant to KSA 75-4319(b)(2). The executive session will last for ten (10) minutes, beginning at 7:45 p.m. and ending at 7:55 p.m. and council will reconvene in the council 
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chambers at that time. Persons to remain for the executive session are the Governing Body, City Administrator and City Attorney.  Motion seconded 
by Councilmember Scott Tillotson.  Motion carried.  All voting in favor.  The governing body recessed into executive session at 7:45 p.m. 
Meeting reconvened at 7:55 p.m.  No action taken.
