A. CALL TO ORDER: Mayor Irlan Fullbright called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. in council chambers. 
B. ROLL CALL: Members present were Councilmembers Jacque Isern, Kirk Clawson, Jon Prescott, Scott Tillotson, Ken Lebbbin, and Mayor Irlan Fullbright.  City attorney Mark Tremaine, city administrator Chris Komarek and City Clerk Stephanie Dunnaway were present.   
C. RECITATION OF THE PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE
D. APPROVAL OF AGENDA: A motion was made by Councilmember Jon Prescott to approve the amended agenda as presented, seconded by  Councilmember Scott Tillotson.  Motion carried. All voting in favor.  
E. APPROVAL OF MINUTES: A motion was made by Councilmember Scott Tillotson to approve minutes for the March 10, 2026, special meeting and the March 24, 2026, council meeting, seconded by Councilmember Jacque Isern. Motion carried.  All voting in favor.   

F. APPROPRIATIONS: A motion was made by Councilmember Ken Lebbin to authorize payment of bills and claims processed, seconded by Councilmember Kirk Clawson.  Motion carried. All voting in favor.

G. OLD BUSINESS: None
H. VISITORS: Jon Perron, Jarrod Carr, Kevin Clair, Jon Donnebohm, Rick & Patty Kirkpatrick, Brittney Bailey, Craig Ramsey and Spencer Proffitt.
I. NEW BUSINESS:
1. After Harvest Festival Requests: There are two private requests for the AHF that require city approval.

a.    Jon Dannebohm requested the use of the compost site for a dirt drag strip for the racing of 4-wheelers and ATVs on Saturday afternoon of the AHF.

After some discussion council declined the request for the dirt drag strip due to insurance liabilities not being covered.

b. Craig Ramsey, representing the local motorcycle club, is requesting to set up a “burn out pad” for motorcycles. He requested West 1st near 10-39 café to install a pad with wall barriers to allow motorcycles to do a burn out.
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After some discussion council declined the request for the burn out pad due to insurance liabilities not being covered.
2. Township/Compost Road Discussion: Airport Road, (From NW corner of city to compost site) – Rick Kirkpatrick was present to discuss the township road that is in front of his residence and the amount of dirt and dust that comes from the large amount of traffic on that road. Mr. Kirkpatrick asked to see if there were any options that could be made to lower the amount of dust. After some discussion staff will reach out to the township and to the county and discuss possible options.
3. Library Funding: A study session was previously held and discussed if the city continued funding as it is currently the library would close within a few years. One option would be to cut ties with the school, and the library would be closed to the public. A second option would be to raise funds in increments to get to the total amount that the library was requesting. Council discussed a 2.5 mill payment for the years 2027 and 2028 with the possibility of a sales tax increase for future funding.
A motion was made by Councilmember Jon Prescott to approve a payment of 2.5 mills for the years 2027 and 2028 and exploring a sales tax increase for future funding, seconded by Councilmember Ken Lebbin. Motion carried. All voting in favor.

4. Library Board Appointment: The Ellinwood School/Community Library is a library designed to serve both the school and community.  The library receives funding from both the City of Ellinwood and USD 355.  There is
a separate library board that oversees the operation of the library.  There is currently one opening on the board. 

Mayor Irlan Fullbright recommended the appointment of Dirk Ricker to serve on the library board for a four-year term.  A motion was made by Councilmember Ken Lebbin to approve the appointment as presented, seconded by Councilmember Jacque Isern.  Motion carried.  All voting in favor.                                                   

5. July 4th Fireworks Show: Presented to council for consideration was a proposed date of Saturday July 4th for a community fireworks display with a rain date of July 5th.   The commitment of city funds was also discussed, and staff explained, as in the past, letters will be sent out to area businesses requesting donations for the event. 

After some discussion, a motion was made by Councilmember Jon Prescott to approve the community fireworks display on July 4th and 
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approve a city contribution of $5,000 plus insurance costs and apply any donations received to total show expenses, seconded by Councilmember Kirk Clawson.  Motion carried.  All voting in favor.  

6. Skid Steer Vibratory Roller: Staff requested city council to consider the purchase of a vibratory roller that would attach to a skid steer. As the increasing need for street repairs occurs, especially asphalt streets, this equipment would be helpful in making repairs. Provided to council was information relating to this request. 
A motion was made by Councilmember Jon Prescott to approve the purchase of the vibratory roller from Murphy Tractor in the amount of $13,985.00, seconded by Councilmember Kirk Clawson. Motion carried. All voting in favor.

7. Water Conservation Plan: Staff presented council with a 2006 Municipal Water Conservation Plan that must be submitted to the State of Kansas by May 1st to be eligible for a lead and copper grant.  The grant if approved would give a 51% cost forgiveness for replacing the existing lead and copper water lines in the city. 
A motion was made by Councilmember Jon Prescott to approve the Municipal Water Conservation Plan, seconded by Councilmember Ken Lebbin. Motion carried. All voting in favor.
J. REPORTS:

1. Municipal Court Report: Municipal Court Report for March 2026.
2. Utility Production Report: Presented to Council was the Utilities Production Report.
3. Emergency Service Reports: Presented to Council was a police department report for March and an EMS report for calls for March.

4. Staff Report: 
a. Staff will be working on the budget very soon.
b. New utility/accounting software is close to being fully functional.

c. Street department is repairing Humbolt Street and has taken out a tree because it has damaged the street.

d. Powerplant antifreeze leak repair is close to being completed.

e. Chris will be gone for the KMU conference on April 22-24.

f. Thursday, April 16th staff will find out if the city was awarded one of the engines from the KPP.
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g. May council meeting – Substation decision, Cemetery contract labor and AHF discussion.

5. ADJOURNMENT: There being no further business at this time, a motion was made by Councilmember Kirk Clawson that the meeting be adjourned at 8:21 p.m., seconded by Councilmember Jacque Isern. Motion carried. All voting in favor.
