E. NEW BUSINESS:
1. Review of Water Conservation Plan: At the April 14th city council meeting staff had presented to council the Water Conservation Plan to approve to send to the state.  After sending the plan to the state there were some changes made and needed to be approved before being sent back to the state. Presented to city council was updated Water Conservation Plan. Staff discussed the updates made to the latest version from 2006. The updated plan needed to submitted to the state by May 1st to be eligible to apply for a grant from the state for the replacement of lead service lines.
A motion was made by Councilmember Jacque Isern to approve the Municipal Water Conservation Plan, seconded by Councilmember Scott Tillotson. Motion carried. All present voting in favor.
2. Review of KPP Cat Generator: At the March 10th city council meeting council approved to submit an RFP to KPP Energy for the possible acquisition of a 3MW Caterpillar Generator with the city having 20% ownership. The City of Ellinwood’s RFP was approved by KPP Energy. Provided to council was a Notice of Bid Award for council to approve to move forward with the agreement. Staff also asked council to approve decommissioning and selling parts of the 1948 east engine.
A motion was made by Councilmember Jon Prescott to approve to accept the bid award, seconded by Councilmember Ken Lebbin. Motion carried. All present voting in favor.

A motion was made by Councilmember Scott Tillotson to approve the decommissioning and selling of parts of the 1948 east engine, seconded by Councilmember Jacque Isern. Motion carried. All present voting in favor.
